THE OLD-TIME PENTECOST.

This work began about five years ago last Januaryyhen a company of people under the
leadership of Chas. Parham, who were studying Godisord tarried for Pentecost, in Topeka,
Kan. After searching through the country everywhere they had been unable to find any
Christians that had the true Pentecostal power. Sthey laid aside all commentaries and notes
and waited on the Lord, studying His word, and whathey did not understand they got down
before the bench and asked God to have wrought out their hearts by the Holy Ghost. They
had a prayer tower in which prayers were ascendingight and day to God. After three
months, a sister who had been teaching sanctificat for the baptism with the Holy Ghost, one
who had a sweet, loving experience and all the caality taken out of her heart, felt the Lord
lead her to have hands laid on her to receive theelAtecost. So when they prayed, the Holy
Ghost came in great power and she commenced speadim an unknown tongue. This made a
the Bible school hungry,and three nights afterwardiwelve students received the Holy Ghost,
and prophesied, and cloven tongues could be seenouptheir heads. They then had an
experience that measured up with the second chaptef Acts, and could understand the first
chapter of Ephesians.

Now after five years something like 13,000 peogeéreceived this gospel. It is spreac
everywhere, until churches who do not believe bladksnd lose the experience they have. Those
who are old in this movement are stronger, andtgressgns and wonders are following them.

The meetings in Los Angeles started in a cottagetimgg and the Pentecost fell there three nights.
The people had nothing to do but wait on the Lord praise Him, and they commenced speakir
tongues, as they did at Pentecost,and the Spigt sangs through them.

The
meetings begin about ten o'clock in the morning @dhardly stop before ten or twelve at night,
and sometimes two or three in the morning, becaoseany are seeking, and some are slain under
the power of God.

Jesus prayed, "Sanctify them through thy truth)wiloyd is truth.” This prayer was undoubtedly
answered, as Jesus never prayed in vain.

How foolish so many of us have been in the cledntlof God's Word. We have been running off
with blessings and anointings with God's powerteiad of tarrying until Bible evidence of Pentec
came.
