NATIVES IN INDIA SPEAK IN TONGUES
Dhond, Poona, India, March 21.

About six months ago we began to hear of Chridielrevers in different places and countries
receiving the gift of speaking in a new tongue, ahithey had never known before. Our hearts were
much stirred by these accounts, some of them haange from those whom we had known for
years as most humble, earnest and devoted senfahis Lord.

One week ago today, | visited the Mukil MissiorKatdgaon, 13 miles from here, which is under
superintendence of Pan** Miss Abrams asked meviblild not like to go in the room where about
20 girls were praying.

O, such a glory!" | was struck with assbment, as | knew there was no one in the room
who could speak English, besides Miss Abrams. hedeny eyes, and within three feet of me, on
her knees, with closed eyes and raised hand, wasvhom | had baptized in Kedgaon in 1899
nearly 8 years ago, and whom my wife and | had knmtimately since, as a devoted Christian
worker. Her mothetengue was Marathi, and she could speak a littteltistani. But she was uttel
unable to speak or understand English such as abeising.

When | heard her speaking English idiomaticallgtidctly and fluently, | was impressed very much
as | would have been, had | seen one whom | kndwe tead, raised to life. A few others, illiterate
Marathi women and girls were speaking in Englistt amme were speaking in other languages,
which none of us at Kedgaon understood. This wagibberish, but it closely resembled the
speaking of foreign languages, to which | haveltistd but did not understand. Again | was at Mukti
last Saturday and Lord's day, when some 24 diftgyersons had received the gift of tongues. Quite
a number had received the ability to speak in Bhgk language before unknown to them.

Just why God enabled these women and girls of hwdspeak in English, instead of Tamil, Telugu,

Bengail or some other language of India, unknowtnémn, | cannot say. But | have an idea that it is
in mercy to us poor missionaries from Europe anceAoa, who as a class seem to be dout
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Thomases in regard to the gifts and working ofSpeit, and are not receiving the power of
Holy Spirit, as we ought, and as we shall wish thathad done, when we are entered into the world
to come.

On Saturday | was much impressed with the speaki®y------- , @ Hindi women; who was rescued
in the famine of 1897. She was illiterate, but @bleead the Bible in Marathi stumblingly. During
the year of 1899 while my wife and | were livinghatikti, we saw much of B-------- , and knew her
as one capable and very faithful in attending éodbcular duties entrusted to her.

A beautiful picture of Pentecost is seen in theimes Word of God in 1l. Chronicles.

"All the work that Solomon made for the house & tord was finished; and Solomon brought ir
things that David his father had dedicated; andsilver and the gold, and all the instruments @t h
among the treasures of the house of God. Then Sol@ssembled the elders of Israel, and all the
heads of the tribes,, the chief of the fatherdefdhildren of Israel, unto Jerusalem, to bringhg
ark of the covenant of the Lord out of the cityDavid, which is Zion. Wherefore all the men of
Israel assembled themselves unto the king in thet f@hich was in the seventh month."

That feast was typical of Pentecost. And all the wielsrael came and they brought up the ark ¢
tabernacle of the congregation and all the holgelssthat were in the tabernacle. All of this was
typical of our consecration and sanctification utie Lord.

And it came to pass when the priests were comefdte holy place (for all the priests that were
present were sanctified, and did not then waitdayrge; also the Levites which were the singers, all
of them of Asaph, of Hemen, of Jeduthum, with tiseins and their brethren, being arrayed in white
linen, having cymbals and psalteries and harpsdsat the east end of the altar, and with them a
hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpdt€ame to pass, as the trumpeters and singers
were as one to make one sound to be heard inmyaasid thanking the Lord; and when they lifted
up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals amstiinrments of music, and praised the Lord saying,
"For He is good; for His mercy endureth forevesgttthen the house was filled with a cloud, even
the house of the Lord. So that the priests coutdstamd to minister by reason of the cloud; for the
glory of the Lord had filled the house."

We read here that all the priests that were praserd sanctified. This is typical of Christ's peopl
being sanctified before they receive the baptisth e Holy Ghost. Dear beloved, we must get
sanctified to receive it. Sanctification takes thé disobedience, rebellion and resistance outof o
hearts and gives us a pure, clean heart that aist@may come and dwell in. Amen. Sanctification

is the second work of grace that deals with ougional sin. Sanctification destroys the root anceb

of sin and makes us holy. We know these prieste wanctified, for the Word of God says so. Also
the Levites which were the singers, were arrayeghite linen. Linen is a type of the robes of
righteousness that we read of in Rev. 7.13, "Anel @ithe elders answered and said unto me, 'What
are these which are arrayed in linen.

O, belovedalghat you may wait in one accord for the
promise of the Father upon the sanctified and sledfife.

He will
fill the room and you shall be baptized with thelfH@host and with fire, and God will give you a
new tongue as a trumpet in singing or speakingeaditithe 120 on the day of Pentecost.

Ghost, but that everyone who was filled began eakpvith a new, or another tongue than his own
native one. "They were all filled and began to &de@he "all" who were filled spoke with oth
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tongues. Behold, are not all these which speakil€&ails. And how hear we every man in our ¢
tongue wherein we were born."

Doubtless everyone in the audience heard one ag ofdhat large number speaking in his own
native language; but who will be bold enough tola®cand try to prove that there were not at least
some of the 120 who spoke in languages which wetr@ative to some one there, and could not
therefore be understood by anyone present?

The multitude heard these Gallileans speakingriava tongue "the wonderful works of God," and
yet a part of that amazed and wondering multithdé had come together, became mockers, an
the effrontery to say, "These men are full of nemven’ The only answer which needs to be made to
the same kind of doubters and cavilers, and toth#rs today, is the same which Peter made to
them:

"It shall come to pass in the last days, saith Gedl| pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh," etc.

"This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we aléreesses. Therefore being by the right hand of
God exalted, and having received of the Fatheptbmise of the Holy Ghost, He hath shed forth
this which ye now see and hear." And this is om&agpurpose in this outpouring, in the fulfillment
of prophecy, to fit us to be fearless and effectuitiesses today, unto the uttermost parts of the
earth.

But will the teaching of the
Scripture permit such an interpretation, consigfemith Mark 16, 17, and the other recorded
instances of the outpouring of the Holy Ghost?

In reading the Apostolic Faith, we have read camoerthe work in Los Angeles, or in reports or
letters which they had received that such a peoss@ersons had received their Pentecost; but not
always was the statement made, "with the Bibleenwd." If we had read it in some other papers,
we would not have known whether this was impliedat; but we knew the Apostolic Faith
expected it would be so understood, whether itstated or not, that it was with the Bible evidence.

In the days of early Methodism, it was understdat all reported conversions were genuine cases,
attended with the witness of the Spirit to that,fagcher immediately or soon after, even if it vt
mentioned that they had received the witness. Bort6; I. John 5, 10.

How then can we regard New Testament reports adbéiseowment of the baptism, or the gift of the
Holy Ghost, in any other light than this, that dsvaccompanied with certain well understood signs
or evidences or manifestations of it, even if saghnot recorded.

It is not said in connection with the bestowmenthaf baptism at Samaria that they did anything
result of it, not even that they praised or maguifGod, and yet are we to assume that there
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nothing of the kind because it is not mentior

And are we not shut up to the conclusion that & Wese same signs and manifestations in Samaria,
that so impressed Simon Magus, and proved to Baetedohn that those on whom they had laid
hands, had received the gift of the Holy Ghost. Arsems quite clear to us now that no one can
consistently with these other conclusion than tiet,igh doubtless many for the reason previously
referred to, will feel compelled to cling to théarmer method of interpretation.
