There were four feasts, the
Passover Feast, Feast of First Fruits, Feast deéBast (or Feast of Weeks), and Feast of
Tabernacles. They all typify what we get through ¢hoss now, justification, sanctification, the
baptism with the Holy Ghost and then a continuasfeTogether they typify a complete redemption.

The Passover Feast

The Passover Feast is the very type of justificetimough the Blood of Jesus our Paschal Lamb.
The night when they ate the Passover in Egypt tasype of a sinner coming out of darkness,
through the Blood of Jesus. Hallelujah! The bodyhef Paschal Lamb is the type of the body of
Christ, which is meat for us and bread for us, #wedsprinkled blood represents salvation, as Hg
on that last Passover night when He was betrayiake'eat, this is my body which is given for you;

This makes seven weeks or 49
that you have enjoyed the sweet sanctified lifeulgh the Blood; and on the 50th day which
represents the new Sabbath, our Lord's Day, comeeBentecost, which we now receive under the
new testament, the baptism with the Holy Ghost.

The Feast of Pentecost

The Feast of Pentecost is the very type of theidrapwith the Holy Ghost. The word Pentecost
signifies 50 days. The first Pentecost the JewswWeasdat Mount Sinai 50 days after the Feast of
Passover. The baptism with the Holy Ghost alsodielPentecost just fifty days after Jesus was
offered on the cross, to the very hour. The regiinae of offering the lamb of sacrifice was nine
o'clock, and that was the hour that Jesus wasf@dgcthe "third hour of the day." And the baptism
of the Spirit fell on the same hour, 50 days ldi@rjn the second chapter of Acts, we read thatiPe
said to the multitude, "These are not drunken asuppose, seeing it is but the third hour of the
day." The Pentecost fell on the Lord's day, th& filay of the week or Sunday. It has been kept by
God's people ever since. So Pentecost really neeteast, praise God, we have Pentecost in our
souls today.

The feast of Pentecost came at the time of the Wleaest and ripening of the summer fruits. They
were commanded to leave some of the wheat and fruthe fields, not to glean it. So when we get
the baptism with the Holy Ghost, we have overflayiove, we have rivers of salvation. Praise our

God.

The Feast of Trumpets

This is the feast of the full harvest. "When yeédgathered in the fruit of the land, ye shall kaep
feast unto the Lord seven days; on the first dayl ke a Sabbath and on the eighth day shall be a
Sabbath. And ye shall take you on the first daybiieghs of goodly trees, branches of palm trees,
and the boughs of thick trees, and willows of theok; and ye shall rejoice before the Lord your
God seven days."

The writer has about concluded
that it is the "new tongues" spoken of in Mark Xvi. as one of the signs which are to follow them
that believe, rather than the "gift of tongues" ethall evidently did not possess. We feel our &piri
hushed into silence before God, at this wonderfamifestation of His presence in our midst.
