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Editor's Statement

The Purpose,

Plan and Policy

of The Voice

of Healing Convention

HE second annual Divine Healing con-

vention sponsored by THE VOICE OF
HEALING will be held in Kansas City,
Kansas, beginning December 19 at 7:30
P. M. and will continue through the 21st,
at Victoria Tabernacle, 934 Scott St.
(Night services at Memorial Hall—the last
night at the Municipal Arena.) The day
services, at 9:30, will be for ministers and
their wives only. The afternoon and night
services will be for all.

THE VOICE OF HEALING convention,
outside of following the simplest parliamen-
tary rules, will have no organization, nor
will it need one. Those who attend will
be from many organizations. There is a
growing fellowship among the Spirit-filled
people of all groups, and needless to say,
it fills us with great joy. Such organization
as is necessary to promote this fellowship
lies vested in the new North American Pen-
tecostal Fellowship which met at Memphis
in early October. We of TVH are heartily
in accord with its work, and we appreciate
greatly our fellowship with Rev. David J.
DuPlessis, secretary of the WORLD PEN-
TECOSTAL FELLOWSHIP, of which the
North American Fellowship is a part. One
of our associates, incidentally, Brother
Gayle Jackson, was one of the main speak-
ers at this convention, and his message
met a warm response.

Purpose of The Voice of Healing
Convention

WHAT IS THE GENERAL PURPOSE
OF THE CONVENTION? Mainly, it will
provide a common ground for the exchange
of information that will provide inspiration
and encouragement to all who are inter-
ested in the bringing to pass of world-wide
revival. It will also furnish a good oppor-
tunity for ministers to personally meet the
different evangelists, whom they may de-
sire to secure for healing revivals. As
mentioned before, TVH does not advise
any particular evangelists to go to any
certain city. Many of our associates hold
campaigns in which thousands of people
attend. Nevertheless, it is true that some
evangelists are more successful in certain
areas than others, and vice versa. The
need for divine guidance in contemplated
eampaigns is very evident.

Plan for the Convention

During the day services we shall hear
reports from our various associates as well
as from outstanding leaders who may not
be actively associated with us, We are
desirous for constructive advice from men
who have confidence in this great healing
revival. “In the multitude of counselors

there is safety.” The counsel of positive
men who believe in this great move of God
is not only appreciated but solicited.
Sectarian men, negative men, men who are
fearful, men with personal ambitions will
perhaps not be in harmony with the atmos-
phere of this convention.

Since no time will be necessary for or-
ganizational details, the three days will be
given almost entirely to reports and mes-
sages by the various men. There will be
full opportunity given for the exchange
of information concerning the various prob-
lems and difficulties one encounters on the
field, and the ways and methods of solving
them. Both the evangelist and pastor angle
will be fully considered.

Cause of the Delay of the
Branham Life Story

We regret the unexpected delay in
the Branham Life Story. Brother Bran-
ham had received permission to use the
copyrighted picture taken in the Sam
Houston Coliseum. This he planned to
use on the cover. However, at the last
moment this permission was denied, so
an extra six weeks were required by
the Doubleday publishers to prepare a
new cover, which is done by a special
process. We now have a promise of the
books in the early part of December.

Concerning Organizations

At the present time there are a number
of free-lancers who violently and indis-
criminately attack organization in general.
Others do everything possible to break
fellowship and then pity themselves be-
cause they fail to have fellowship. As far
as TVH is concerned, organizations are
working agreements between brethren.
Some kind of understanding and some kind
of government is necessary, whether in the
spiritual world or the natural world. The
Scriptures declare that some members of
the Body of Christ are given the office of
government, just as Gifts of healing are
given to others. (Read I Cor. 12:28).

It is true that different operations and
forms of church government have proved
advantageous in different areas. Occa-
sionally a local church may function
independently and successfully. In certain
countries of the world a very high degree
of local sovereignty has proven successful,
although it is to be noticed coincidentally
that a very strong leadership prevails

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there also. In the great areas of the
United States, it has been found that
homogeneity in a movement requires some
kind of definite organization. We shudder
to think of what would happen if all leader-
ship and all government that God had set
in the church should suddenly disappear.
The policy of TVH from the beginning
is to recognize the various organizations of
the Full Gospel movements as *“church
homes" of the children of God, all segments
or a part of the Church of the First-Born
whose names are written in heaven. We
therefore reject the idea that any one
group represents or can represent the en-
tire Church of Jesus Christ on earth—but
rather that they are parts of the whole. It
therefore devolves upon us to recognize
what God has already created.

We, therefore, among the associates of
THE VOICE OF HEALING, seek to recog-
nize all the Body of Christ, and work to-
ward the fulfillment of the prayer of
Christ that “they might be one even as you
and I are one.” Those that indiseriminate-
ly rail at either organizations or indepen-
dents or who seek wittingly or unwittingly
to divide the Body of Christ on doctrinal
details, other than those things which are
most surely believed among all Full
Gospel people, will not be in sympathy with
us.

For the benefit of all who wish to know,
the seven fundamentals upon which lies the
basis of our fellowship, may be listed as
follows:

1. Personal experience of salvation
through the Blood of Christ.

2. Divine Healing provided in the
Atonement.

3. The Holy Spirit baptism by which
we are all baptized into one body.

4. The Christian’s hope of the personal
return of Christ.

5. Belief in intensive world-evangeli-
zation and missionary work according to
the Great Commission.

6. Personal holiness and
from the world.

7. Recognition of the whole Body of
Christ, thus fulfilling Christ’s prayer. It
may be said that almost all groups have
declared for the unity of the Body of
Christ. That, unfortunately, has only been
nominally true. Substantially, the attitude
has been this; they believe that there
is such a thing as the Body of Christ
Second, that they are the Body of Christ,
or the Chureh. Third, that ultimately all
the other groups that are saved, or who
are to be saved, will finally merge into
them, the mother church. This is essenti-
ally the dogma of Catholicism, and every
other sect that has arisen since. Of late,
however, there has been a significant move
to reject that view and to believe that all
believers who have been born again and
have been baptized of one Spirit into one
body, are therefore of the Body. Of this
great truth, TVH subscribes and its associ-
ates have put it into practical evidence in
the great healing revivals where many
groups are uniting in the sponsoring of
these meetings.

It may be observed also, that those who
make a great issue out of novel prophetic
interpretations, dogmatic doctrinal asser-
tions, sectarian predilections, theological
hair-splitting, decidedly do not agree with

Revival Tide Sweeps Peru

As Erickson and Lindsay Minister of Divine Healing

IN the last issue of THE VOICE OF

HEALING, we told something about the
great spiritual awakening with signs fol-
lowing, here in Lima, Pern. We told how
we had begun in our own tabernacle, and
how, when that proved altogether too smal},
that we had been able to rent a great coli-
seum, with seats for 5,000 people, but at
the last writing, it hadn’t been quite full.
At the present time, however, as the revival
has gathered force, and penetrated down
into the hearts of the people, this Colise-
um, with about 500 added seats has proven
inadequate for the crowds who came, some
out of curiosity, some seeking healing for
their bodies, but multitudes seeking salva-
tion from sin in the name of Jesus Christ,
the Son of God!

From the very beginning of the cam.
paign here, the Lord has fully vindicated
His cause, with miracles and wonders
which were witnessed by well over .5,000
people, some of them from the highest
social brackets in Peru. We were told that
in one meeting there were five medical
doctors, who no doubt came out to convince
themselves as to the truth of the claims
of healing which were made. They came on
2 night when we had unusual manifesta-
tions of God’s presence, and we assume
that they were satisfied, because they never
came around to challenge the statements
and testimonies, as they saw that night how
the deaf and dumb heard and spoke, healed
before their eyes. The lame threw away
their canes and crutches, and coming up on
the platform, walked, leaped and ran. Dur-
ing the campaign we asked the people if
they thought the thing was a farce, if they
thought it was some kind of hypnotism, or
some kind of autosuggestion—and thou-
sands of voices shouted that it was the
power of God. We were amazed how that
great multitude, hundreds of whom were
unsaved, stood behind us 100 percent, and
each night, as we asked how many wanted
to give their hearts to the Lord, after the
way of salvation was carefully explained,
literally hundreds upon hundreds raised
their hands and expresseda willingness to
abandon sin and serve the Lord Jesus in
newness of life. This great revival which

R

the Lord has sent among us, is clearly not
a flash in the pan, but we already have
ample evidence that it will produce deep,
lasting results; but the big difficulty is that
our churches will never hold the people
who show every indication of going on with
God, even after the campaign is finished.

Of the many outstanding miracles of
physical healing, we can relate here only
a few, but literally hundreds of persons
have been healed of just about every
imaginable disease and ailment, and many
have come back with doctor’s certificates
to prove their healing to the authorities and
to anyone else who would care to inquire.
The cause of greatest continual surprise to
me has been the healing of the deaf and
dumb. Literally scores have been prayed
for, and almost without exception they
have received perfect hearing, and some
are already learning to talk. One lady, up-
on being prayed for was healed in one
ear, having been totally deaf all her life.
A few days later we brought her up on
the platform as a testimony, and were de-
lighted to learn that she now heard per-
fectly in both ears, and is learning a few
words. If care is taken to teach her, she
will doubtless learn to speak normally.
Last night a boy of about twelve was
prayed for who was deaf and dumb. In-
stantly his ears were opened, and today
he came out here to the Bible School, per-
fectly healed, and had already learned to
pronounce as normally and naturally as
anyone. He came accompanied by a boy
like him, but some two years older, whom
I assumed to be his brother. I looked at
the other boy and said, “is this his broth-
er?” “Primo” (cousin) answered the once
deaf and dumb boy. ;

The newspapers in this Catholic-domin-
ated country refused to give any credit to
the healings, although their reporters vis-
ited us from some of the leading dailies in
the nation. Finally a reporter from the
fourth largest paper gave us a splendid
write-up and little by little others have
been forced to give some credence to the
stories of marvelous healings which they
have so persistently tried to close their
ears to. People who have been healed of
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cancer, tuberculosis and other ailments
have gone voluntarily to their doctors, and
have been pronounced perfectly healed, to
the great amazement of the physician, and
some, armed with this evidence, have
stormed the newspaper office with irrefut-
able proof that we have a God today who
lives and heals. Many of those who were
healed had been devout Catholics, but after
their touch from the hand of God, have
given their hearts to Him, and the end is
not yet.

Among the many outstanding healings
was one of a woman who had some four
cancerous tumors on her bosom, and the
doctors wanted to operate, removing both
breasts. She was instantly healed, while
gsitting in her seat, as she gave her heart
to the Lord Jesus, and, getting a doctor’s
certificate of her healing, was one who
went to the newspaper office. A contractor,
suffering for 14 years as a result of a
staging of materials falling on him, was
healed instantly and now no longer suffers
the pain he had day and night these long
yvears. A woman with cataracts on both
eyes was prayed for, saw no immediate re-
sults, but last night returned, and showed
us her eyes which were almost wholly
cleared up, and she now sees normally. A
woman who had been in an automobile ae-
cident which had broken her right arm,
and had never been properly set, was
prayed for. She was unable to raise her
right arm. Upon being prayed for she
raised her arm, and we heard the bones
snap as they went back into place, and
she went her way, perfectly normal. 5,000
people saw that most outstanding miracle.
A sister to one of our local National pas-
tors, who had a tumor on her lung, was
prayed for. She had been spitting up blood
and pus every day, and the doctors said
she was urgently in need of an operation.
She was operated upon by Jesus Himself.
She was taken back to the earthly physi-
cian, and pronounced perfectly sound. A
boy, some ten or twelve years old, son of
another pastor, as a result of some kind
of a disease, walked dragging a twisted
leg behind him. I remember him well, how

Then she may be led by the
spirit of discernment to describe cases of
individuals in the audience who need heal-
ing, calling them forward and binding their
diseases. In many cases the persons she
gets forward are unsaved, and she gets
them both saved and healed on the spot.

Sometimes night after night there is no
preaching. Some nights she may prophesy,
some nights preach. Other nights she may
do both, but whatever she does, she is pour-
ing herself out for two or three hours at a
time in ministry of the Spirit. When she
gives the invitation for salvation every
night, many come forward. She always
prays for the sick in the services, and the
healings are outstanding.

Many Raised from Beds

The Lord is using Sister Nankivell in a
very special way in raising the sick from
beds. God is giving her a prominent minis-
try along this line. She prays for all bed and
ambulance cases the same night they are
brought in, without a prayer card for heal-
ing. People who have net walked for years
are raised from beds night after night. We
have had them come back and give remark-
able testimonies from the platform.

Some who were brought in on beds in the
April meetings were present in these serv-
ices to relate how God had raised them
up, and how their healings were holding
good. Others testified from night to night
of the many things God had done for them
in the other campaign—such as being
healed of cancer, heart disease, arthritis,
deafness, infections, and many other ail-
ments and afflictions.

So many things happened in these meet-
ings that it would be hard to report them
all. One would have to have seen for them-
selves first hand, to have appreciated the
mighty working of God in the midst of the
people.

One woman in particular who had been
raised in the tobacco fields of Kentucky
and Tennessee, and had used snuff for
nearly 60 years, told of how the desire
was so sirong that she would rather go
without food than tobacco, but God took
the craving from her instantly.

On two occasions the Shekinah
Eliory of God was seen by many witnesses,
hovering over the tent in the form of
light and balls of fire.

Night after night the great congrega-
tion saw many miracles of healing, too
numerous to mention. A sister who had
been partially blind in one eye for 48
years due to a wound received when she
fell on a table fork at the age of 22 years,
was instantly healed when Brother Jag-
gers laid his hands on her and she can
now read better with that eye than the
other.

Demons were cast out, sometimes
screaming their opposition as they came.
Deaf ears were unstopped, last stage can-
cers were instantly removed, paralyzed
bodies made st.raigﬁt and potent, female
trouble, goiters, tumors, heart trouble,
nervous disorders, dropsy, and many other
diseases and afflictions, melted away be-
fore the touch of the Great Physician.

Truly God is once more visiting His
people and the last great call is going
forth. The harvest rains are falling on
thirsty hearts and only eternity will re-
veal the far reaching influence that this
meeting has had on Springfield and sur-
rounding communities.

In Corsicana, Texas,

After having experienced many wonder-
ful healings in our church we felt that we
would like to launch out in a City-Wide Re-
vival emphasizing deliverance for body and
soul in the blessed name of Jesus.

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Bay Cuts His Own Cast Off

Dear Sister Nankivell:

About four years ago our little seven-
year-old son, Archie Leo Kyger, started
screaming each time we tried to pick him
nf.t. At that time he was only three years
old and he tried to tell us about his leg
hurting him. A doctor who examined him
claimed that one leg was shorter than the
other, and warned us not to let our son
exert himself at all. Another doctor, a
bone specialist examined him and claimed
he had a severe bone disease. An X-ray
revealed that a piece of a bone about the
size of a dime was chipped from the
knuckle which joins the hip bone. The doc-
tor placed Archie Leo in a cast May 10,
1949. About three months later we placed
our son in a Richmond hospital. For seven
months the boy lay with a cast on, never
once leaving his bed. In June, 1950,
against the doctor's judgment, we brought
our son home no better, still in a cast
which almost completely covered his body,
and with the doctor’s words still ringing in
our ears, that he would have to stay in the
cast for at least three more years, and that
he would probably be paralyzed in his hip
the rest of his life.

How very sorrowful we were! We began
to realize that God was the only one who
could undertake for little Archie Leo. I,
his mother, felt that our son could never
be healed unless we started attending the
Pentecostal church where we knew God
was blessing—especially as Archie Leo told
us one day that he would never have been
in that cast if we had been serving God
and attending church as we should have.
How our hearts ached when we heard the
truth from the lips of a child. Each time
Archie Leo heard church bells he begged
to go to church but it was impossible for
us to take him while he was in the cast.

The morning after you prayed for Archie
Leo we awoke and found him trying to
remove the cast by cutting at it with scis-
sors. So I, the father, carried him out in
the yard and removed the cast with a hand
saw. As soon as the cast was off, he walk-
ed a few steps. That was on July 7, 1950,
just nine days ago. At this time our boy
is still walking and growing stronger each
day. This morning he climbed the steps
to his Sunday School room with just a
small amount of help from his teacher.
The hip which was to be paralyzed is per-
fectly well, for which we give all the
praise,

We also want to thank and praise God
for saving both of our souls on the same
night that He healed Archie Leo. We can’t
praise God enough, and we mean to go
on with God and serve Him the rest of our
lives or until Jesus comes. May God bless
you as you go forth winning souls for Him
and praying for the sick.

QUESTION: A WOMAN WHO WAS DYING OF CANCER WAS PRAYED FOR,
AND WE THOUGHT THAT SHE WAS HEALED. LATER SHE PASSED CANCER
AND WAS ABLE TO BE UP AND ABOUT, ALTHOUGH SHE NEVER BECAME
ROBUST. ABOUT A YEAR LATER, AFTER A SHORT ILLNESS, SHE DIED. HOW
DO YOU ACCOUNT FOR THESE CIRCUMSTANCES?—A Christian.

ANSWER:

1. This question reflects the desperate
need for teaching on the subject of heal-
ing. In the matter of salvation or the
healing of the soul, most Christians have
been instructed, and they realize that lov-
ing care and wisdom is needed with the
new convert if he is to become a strong
Christian. But in the matter of healing,
there is no similar intelligent understand-
ing. But the fact is that healing of the
soul and healing of the body are related
works of Grace and both are similarly re-
ceived and maintained by faith.

Christians may grieve over a young
convert losing faith for his salvation, but
ordinarily they do not stumble over it.
That some will believe for a while and then,
under temptation fall away was clearly
taught by the Lord. (Luke 8:13). Then
why should these same Christians stumble
when Jesus taught that the same thing was
possible, though not necessary, in the mat-
ter of one’s losing his deliverance for his
body? (Jn. 5:14). It is a strange com-
mentary on the vagaries of human nature,
that though a hundred marvelous miracles
may take place, some will overlook all this
and will feed their thoughts on the expe-
rience of some person who apparently has
fall.ed to retain his healing. On one oc-
casion the Lord sharply rebuked the dis-
ciples because they spent their time reason-
ing among themselves, and had altogether
forgotten the wonderful miracles that they
had just witnessed. (Matt. 6-1 2).

2. There are various reasons for which
a person may fail to keep his healing just
as t_.he:re are various causes for which a
Christian may become spiritually Il
Sometimes the cause is ignorance of the
Word of God. (Again, he may make the
mistake of lending an ear to those filled
with unbelief. Sometimes (as we already
have alluded to in Jn. 5:14) the cause is
personal sin. Yet again, the return of the
enemy may have been made possible simply
because the individual neglected to replace
spiritual things in his life for the evil that
once dwelt there. (Luke 11:24-26).

. 3. There are other reasons than out-
right sin for _the return of an affliction.

e have noticed, and this is important,
that some people, after they have been de-
livered from a desperate disease, do not
take proper care of their bodies. Though
a dxse_ase may be killed, in some cases the
body is yet weak and its strength needs to
be gradually built up. Sometime ago we
personally witnessed a case where the heal-
Ing was so marked that many marvelled,
but the person, upon returning to his busi-
ness and finding, naturally enough, that
his business had suffered during his ab-
sence, was tempted to put forth such stren-
uous efforts that he broke down again,
and this time his body succumbed from the
effects of his undue exertions. Epaphrodi-
tus, godly man that he was, almost died
because_he over-taxed his body, and be-
cause his natural strength was not equal
to the pace he set in his Christian labors.
(Phil. 2:25-30).

.4. Again we must remember that Di-
vine Healing is available to the child of
God as long as his allotted time may last
on this earth. We have seen, on occasions,
prayer lines where half of the people were
over seventy years of age. Clearly, the
appointed time of their life had about run
its course. It should be unnecessary to

state that Divine Healing was not intended
to assure anyone of perpetual mortal life.
It is obvious that all the sick to whom
Christ ministered, died not many years
from the time that He had healed them.
We should add, however, that as long as
one lives in this world, he has the right to
expect deliverance from sickness and dis-
ease, .

5. Again it is true (in a relatively few
cases) that some people have faith for a
healing, but not for a creative miracle.
Constantly people are brought to healing
meetings in the last stages of ecancer, in
which the malignancy has practically de-
stroyed vital organs. The faith of the
evangelist may cause the cancer to die, but
there may not be faith in the individual
for creative actioh to restore the organ.
Consequently, though the person may pass
the dead cancer, life may gradually ebb
away, simply because some vital organ
has been eaten up by the cancer. ‘A man
can live without an arm which has been
amputated because of gangrene; but he
cannot live without a liver or intestines.
Many have faith for a creative miracle,
but since not every person has, it is just
good sense to look to God for healing be-
fore he is at the doors of death.

6. It is perfectly correct to tell a per-
son that he Eas been healed, since the heal-
ing, as far as the mind of God is concerned,
was accomplished at Calvary, and was so
reckoned by the apostle Peter who said,
“hy whose stripes ye were healed.” (I Peter
2:24). However, it is wise for us to ac-

17-Month-Old Child Run
Over By Heavy TruckIs
Healed: Doctors Amazed

(Editor's Note: In order to encourage
our readers to place their trust in God,
without doubting or fear, even when trag-
edy appears to strike, we publish this
amazing testimony, verified by the family’s
pastor).

Dear Editor:

God miraculously spared and healed our
dear baby boy. On the morning of Tuesday,
Aug. 29, 1950, my husband was leaving for
work. He drives a gas and oil truck weigh-
ing approximately 4 tons and that morning
he had quite a heavy load of gas on the
truck. Our 17 months old baby boy had
just gotten out of his erib and I did not
notice that he had left the house, but as
my husband drove out of the yard, our little
5-year-old girl, who was standing on the
porch, screamed, “Daddy ran over baby.”
I ran out of the house and found him
lying face down in the driveway, motion-
less. I ran to pick him up, then realized
that my husband didn’t know he had run
over him, so I ran to stop him, then back
to the baby. He had not moved since I first
saw him and as I picked him up, he seemed
lifeless. His face was a mess of blood and
dirt, and he was bleeding from his nose
and ear. We cried out to God from the
depths of our hearts to save our baby, as
we knew that God was our only hope. In a
few seconds he began to move and to cry.
We called our pastor, Rev. Vernon Griggs,
and then started for town, as we lived
2 miles from Hamilton. On the way to
town baby opened his left eye. It was a
terrible sight, flat and colorless. Brother
Griggs and my husband’s brother met us at
the edge of town and prayed for him, then
we took him to the hospital. We all felt
the assurance that God had met us, but
not until later did we know just how much
God had done for us. When we got to the
hospital, the nurse cut his clothes off and
there, plainly visible, were the marks of
the tire treads straight down his back on
each side of his spine, and across the side
of his head. X-rays were taken which
showed the skull was fractured in 2 places,
across the side of his head, and behind his
ear. X-rays of the chest showed at least
9 or 10 broken ribs. He was also bleeding
from his bladder, indicating an injured kid-
ney. The place of the accident was ex-
amined and the tracks were clearly visible
and showed that the outside dual tire had
passed over his body and head. The ground
where this happened was packed hard as
cement but had a thin layer of dust so
that the tracks were plainly visible and
showed where the tires had left the ground
for a space of 1% feet, and the outside
dual tire was directly in line with the little
pool of blood where his face lay. When we
realized how much God had already spared
him from, when we knew the natural thing
would have been instant death, we knew
that He who had begun a good work would
also finish it, but little did we realize how
soon it would be!

The doctor held no hope for his life.
In view of the injuries that were already
evident he said it was very probable that
the spleen was ruptured and his whole in-
sides crushed. He said an operation would
be impossible because he could not give an
anesthetic with the skull fractured, and
that there was a great danger of pneu-
monia; with so many ribs broken, they
would likely puncture his lungs.

They immediately put him under an oxy-
gen tent and made preparation for a blood
transfusion and to feed him through his
veins. Although the doctor held no hope,
thank God, our hope was not in man. Al-
though he was badly bruised and his head
was swollen out of shape, he was never
unconscious from the time we first prayed
for him. He didn’t seem to have much pain
and would take his food well even though
his mouth was badly cut. The blood trans-
fusion was never given, and after 2 days
had passed and no complications had set in,
the doctors were really amazed. Before the
end of the first day, the indications of kid-
ney injury were gone. On the third night
after the accident, baby began to be very
restless and would ery out in pain and dig
at his head. The nurse gave him a strong
hypo so he would sleep, but it failed to
take effect, and for an hour and a half he
continued to be in pain, so we called Bro.
Griggs to pray for him. The baby immedi-
ately went to sleep and slept good the rest
of that night and since that time has never
shown any signs of pain. The next day
he was laughing and playing with his toys
and could turn over in bed on either side
or his stomach, and if not closely watched
would try to get up. We could not praise
God enough, for we had just sat by his
bed those three days, longing for just one
little smile from our baby’s lips, and then
to see him laugh and play was wonderful.
He would wave his hands with such vigor
that we knew God had completely healed
him or he could not exert himself that
way with broken ribs. On one occasion as
I was out of the room for a few seconds,
he stood up in bed. On the 5th day the
doctor dismissed him from the hospital
and told us to keep him in bed for 10 days,
but it was impossible to keep him down
as the moment we would step out of the
room he would start romping around in
his erib and trying to elimb out. The scars
on his face disappeared and in less than
one week after the accident, you ecould
not tell that anything had happened to
him. The only evidence was a tiny scar be-
low his lip. The night before we took him
home from the hospital, the doctor said
he had examined the X-rays more closely
and had found at least 14 ribs broken. The
doctors and nurses admitted it was truly
a wonderful miracle. The city and sur-
rounding community has been stirred by
this miracle. We cannot praise God enough
for He truly turned our sorrow into joy.

The prophet Isaiah had known that

Christ would be the Savior and healer over
seven hundred years before the crucifixion.
Said he, “But he was wounded for our
transgressions, he was bruised for our in-
iquities: the chastisement of our peace was
npon him; and with his stripes we are
healed” (Isaiah 53:5).
_ Both Isaiah and Peter declare that there
is healing in His stripes. Someone recent-
ly pointed out to me that in Pilate’s Hall
of Judgment the Roman scourger of Jesus
inflicted thirty-eight stripes on His back.
Also the medical world says there are thir-
ty-eight major diseases. If this is true then
for every disease there is a healing stripe
on the flesh of Jesus’ back.

The apostle Matthew tells the story of
Jesus as the Great Physician and at the end
of the day’s labor of deliverance he says
tha‘t Jesus’ healing power is a fulfillment of
seripture, Matthew writes, *“. . . they
brouzht unto Him many that were pos-
sessed with devils; and He cast out the
spirits with His word, and healed all that
were sick, that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken by Esaias the prophet saying,
Himself took our infirmities, and bare our
sicknesses” (Matthew 8:16, 17 is referring
to Isaiah 53:4). :

2. Remember that Healing Begins Within

You reach God and He reaches you
through your soul. When God breathed
the breath of life into man he became a liv-
ing _soul. Jesus declares that “God is a
spirit; and they that worship Him must
:vont:;?xp Him in spirit and in truth.” (John

. -

Why is a man dominated by fear? Be-
cause he is not using his faith. Why is
he not using his faith? Because he is out
of tune and harmony with his God. There
is only one thing that can separate a man
from God, “. . . your iniquities have separ-
ated between you and your God, and your
sins have hid his face from you, that he
will not hear” (Isaiah 59:2).

Man’s most severe struggle is within
himself for he is condemned by his own
sins. As long as this is true, faith will not
work., “If our heart condemn us not, then
we have confidence (faith) toward God”
(I John 3:21).

I imagine this question presents itself,
“Does a person have faith whether he is
right with God or not?” The answer is,
“Yes, he does.” Everybody has faith for
God gives a measure of faith to every man.
The difference is that faith will not work
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as long as there is sin in the person’s life.
Sin is a dominating thing and it produces
a division in the soul, Faith lies dormant
and inactive (James 2:17). Without the
power of active faith the soul is no match
for the grueling grind of life. The body
and mind, keenly responsible to the soul,
feel the impact of the soul's fears and
weaknesses and are easy prey for mental
and physical ills.

It adds up to this: You cannot serve the
devil with your life without losing out in
the battle of life.

“"Ye must be born again,” says Jesus
(John 3:3). The new birth is a transform-
ing spiritual experience (2 Corinthians
5:17). Condemnation is lifted. “There is
therefore now no condemnation to them
who are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after
the flesh but after the spirit” (Romans
8:1).

3. Use a Point of Contact for the Release
of Your Faith.

God is the only healer. Doctors perform
a good work but they only assist nature
while God ean actually bring deliverance.
The authority of Satan’s oppression over
human life is in God and in His children.
But God is a spirit and sometimes we are
confused because He is not directly before
us in & human body. He does not come
into your room as your family physician
with medical potions and instruments, you
ecannot see Him with the human eye, mor
can you take a trip to heaven and present
your case as you would go to your doctor’s
office. How then can we reach Him? By
establishing a point of contact. Faith is
the meeting ground between your limited
self and your limitless God. A point of
contact is given as a means of steadying
and helping you to release your faith. Es-
tablishing a point of contact is like stepping
on the starter of your car—you expect
something to happen. The Roman centur-
ion said, “I am not worthy for you to come
under my roof, but speak the word only
and my servant shall be healed.” Speak
the word! He went on to say, “For I (also)
am a man under authority, having soldiers
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under me, and I say to this man, go, and
he goeth; and to another, come, and he
cometh; and to my servant, Do this and
he doeth it.” (Matthew 8:5-13).

Remember that the woman with the issue
of blood also used a point of contact which
helped her set the time for healing. She
said, “If I may touch but His clothes I shall
be whole.” There was no healing in His
clothes, but touching the clothes helped her
release her faith and her faith made her
whole. That’s why God gives us a point
of contact. The book of Acts tells how
that handkerchiefs or aprons were sent
from the body of the apostle Paul to the
sick and demon-possessed and how that
through these little faithcloths deliverance
was wrought. These cloths became points
of contact and when placed upon the body
of the sick and afflicted, the captives
turned their faith loose and were set free.
1, too, have been impressed and directed of
the Lord to ecarry on the ministry of heal-
ing through cloths so that we are sending
out over 10,000 a month.

4. Turn your faith loose now!

So many times I have seen the need of
saying, “Believe now and you may have
deliverance.” On the other hand, many
captives, when asked when they expect to
get healed, will reply, “Oh, when God gets
ready, | am.” God has been ready all the
time, It's your move next. Others reply,
“I'm expecting God to heal me anytime.”
On the face of that statement is a certain
amount of reasonable value, but I remind
you that it is not scriptural There is a
definite time when faith works and unless
you set a time, it is doubtful if you will
ever be delivered. God says, “Today is
the day of salvation” (deliverance).

When you expect healing at no certain
time, you are putung it into the dim, vague
and distant future. God wants to heal
you now. The best time is when God is
ready; He is ready now!

The woman with the issue of blood set a
time: when she touched His garment. The
centurion set a time for deliverance: when
Jesus spoke the word. The ruler of the
synagogue set a time: Come and lay hands
on my child. They expected deliverance
at the moment the Lord did what they
asked Him to do. God will respond and
work in our behalf when we believe and
set a time. This is a glorious privilege and
matchless opportunity. “This very hour”
is what the Lord is saying. The longer you
wait to believe, the weaker your faith will
grow; the more quickly you believe, the
stronger your faith will develop. Strike a
blow for deliverance this very minute. If
faith has risen in your heart, turn it loose;
don’t finish reading this even, believe God
now! The time for deliverance is when
you can believe. The secret of deliverance
is in instant obedience.

5. Close the case for victory.

When Bible conditions have been met
and you feel the power of healing surging
through your bedy in answer to the faith-
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prayer, then close the case: take up the
old road you have been traveling and be-
lieve God every step of the way. Burn
every bridge between you and the old af-
fliction. Don’t talk abeut the affliction
except when God especially impresses you
to give your testimony, then dwell more
on His mighty power of deliveranee than
on what the devil afflicted you with and
how you suffered. Change your outlook
and live on the sunny side of life.

6. Join yourself to companions of faith.

I know how important it is to have en-
couragement and an atmosphere of faith
to live in after being healed.

A few days after I had been healed I
was feeling extremely weak in my body.
My mother, a devout woman of faith,
sensed my discouragement and said, “Son,
you were sick a long time and you were
bedfast when God healed you. You will
have to exercise and do some work to get
your strength back.” She saved my healing.

I have often wondered what would have
happened to me had not my mother and
father provided an atmosphere of faith for
me during those early stressful days of my
healing.

I have asked myself this question: What
if I had been a member of a church whose
minister and people were unfriendly to-
ward healing and to people who had been
healed? What would I have done in a
moment of weakness and despondency if
these people failed to encourage me or if
they ridiculed me? How can I who have
been healed by a miracle receive help from
a church that denies the possibility and
reality of the miracle of healing wrought
in me by faith in God? How would I feel
if the minister ridiculed the people who had
prayed the “prayer of faith” for my heal-
ing?

There is only one answer to this problem:
those receiving deliverance by faith in God
should, by all means, join themselves with
the church that believes in Bible deliver-
ance and that will provide for them an at-
mosphere of faith and hope.

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JESUS DESCRIBED THE EFFECT
THAT THE GREAT JUDGMENTS
WOULD HAVE UPON THE PEOPLE OF
THE WORLD IN LUKE 21:25-26: “AND
THERE SHALL BE SIGNS IN THE SUN,
AND IN THE MOON, AND IN THE
STARS: AND UPON THE EARTH DIS-
TRESS OF NATIONS, WITH PERPLEX-
ITY; THE SEA AND THE WAVES ROAR-
ING; MEN’S HEARTS FAILING THEM
FOR FEAR, AND FOR THE LOOKING
AFTER THOSE THINGS WHICH ARE
COMING UPON THE EARTH; FOR THE
POWERS OF THE HEAVENS SHALL BE
SHAKEN.”

These solemn statements of Christ con-
cerning Divine judgment and its effect
upon people living at the end of the age
are too often viewed with skepticism.

Secriptures such as Revelation 6:12-17
fully confirm the fact that the ominous
events that Christ spoke of will sur_ely
come to pass. The workings of the mind
of unrepentant man curiously fall into &
pattern which has often been rppeated.
When the sun shines and all is going well
and no immediate danger is apparent, his
philosophy is expressed in II Peter 3:3-4
... “There shall come in the last days scof-
fers . . . saying, ‘Where is the promise of
his coming? for since the fathers fell asleep,
all things continue as they were from the
beginning of creation. For this they are
willingly ignorant . . .”

But when the unknown arrives, or what
appears to be the moving of _the superna-
tural, or the hand of God in judgment, he
is filled with sudden fear. Thus it was
with the revelling Belshazzar, when he saw
the Handwriting on the Wall. So it has
been with others who disregarded God's
offer of mercy, but who desperately sought
a way of escape when it was too late. Th.e
Bible is replete with instances'of this
kind. And as we shall note, the history of
post-Bible days records the fact that when-
ever there were occurrences that seemed’of
supernatural origin or import, people in-
variably made a show of repentance, but
when the incident passed, they soon re-
turned to their former impenitent state. It
appears, therefore, that if pepple do m:t
repent when there is an extension of God’s
mercy, their repentance is only feigned and
not genuine when they do it only under
the compulsion of a great fear.

The Scare In the Year 1000 A. D.

History records that just previous to the
year 1,000 A. D, it was thought by many
that the world was about to come to an
end. A thousand years had elapsed since
Christ, and some believed that this thousand
years was the time spoken of in the 20th
chapter of Revelation (which is concluded
by the Great White Throne -Judgment).
Of course, the Scriptures plainly declare
that Satan was to be bound during that
1,000 years, and even the simplest of hu-
man beings should be aware that t}}e devill
is not nor ever has been bound during this
dispensation. ' i

Nevertheless, an accusing conscience de-
stroys the power of calm reasoning, and
whenever there is a rumor that divine
judgment is about to appear, people will be
good in the same way that a §mall boy
tries to be good just before Christmas. In
999 A. D., people sold their homes,
joined religious orders, some fleeing to
monasteries and nunneries; others made all
sorts of promises to God as they awaited
the hour when they supposed the world
was to come to an end. But the year
came and went, and the people soon for-
got their vows and went back to their
old life and ways. Many false predictions
of the world coming to an end have been
made since the year 1,000 A. D., and people
have always reacted to them with the same
pattern of superstitious fear.

The Great Star Shower of 1833

On the night of November 12, 1833,
t}gere was a unique and most spectacular
display of shooting stars, exceeding any-
thing ever previously witnessed in recorded
history. As shown in the picture drawn
by a contemporary artist, people rushed
out into the streets to witness the amazing
spectacle. The shower began a little be-
fore midnight and gradually the meteors
increased in frequency until by the time
the faint flush of dawn had begun to spread
over the sky, they were as thick as snow-
flakes. People knelt down in the streets
in stark terror and tried to seek God. Sin-
ners hastily began to pray as they believed
that the end of the world had come. Bells
tolled as they waited for the end. Next
day all was serene and most people, so
record their contemporaries, went back to
their previous habits and forgot all about
their hastily made resolutions.

That night was a night when people
sought God all over the land. But unfor-
tunately this short-lived revival did not
find its source in the Word of God, but
was merely the result of fear inspired by
celestial disturbances.

The lesson seems to be that if man is not
led to Christ through the eall of His mercy
and love, no change will be wrought in his
heart through supernatural manifestations.
So Abraham told the rich man if his breth-
ren would not repent from reading the
warnings in the Word of God, they would
not repent if some great supernatural mani-
festation took place such as the coming
back of Lazarus from the dead. Indeed,
another Lazarus was raised from the dead,
and éxactly as Christ declared, religious
zealots of Jewry found no cause for re-
pentance.

World Alarmed by the Appearance of
Halley's Comet in 1910

On September 11, 1909, Professor Wolf
announced that he had located Halley's
Comet, a periodic visitor every 76 years.
The world’s leading astronomers agreed
with Wolf that the comet would brush the
earth on the night of May 18, 1910. Sev-
eral reputable astronomers proclaimed that
the fiery tail of the comet, brushing across
the face of the earth would leave death
and destruction in its wake. Another as-
tronomer also announced through the news-
papers that his spectroscopic examination
of the comet’s tail, showed that it was
composed of the deadly cyanogen gas,
which is also inflammable.

What was the effect of this upon the
people? For a while there was drinking,
carousing, and jesting, and the excuse was,
“If the world is coming to an end, we want
to have a good time now and try to forget
our doom for a few hours.” Business
slowed down and immorality increased.
There was no sign that the approach of
this ominous visitor of the skies was draw-
ing people to repentance.

Then as the day drew near a change
took place. People began to devise odd
stratagems to foil the comet. They started
packing the cracks of their windows with
rags and old papers to keep out the poison-
ous fumes. Some bought tanks of oxygen.

A mass hysteria began to be in evidence.
People were praying in the streets and the
churches were filled to the doors. But the
night of May 18 came and went. People
forgot the hysteria and returned to their
pursuits of life, a little sheepish over their
brief religious inclinations.

1938

It all started when a 23-year-old young
man by the name of Orson Welles decided
to put on a dramatic radio production on
the Columbia Broadcasting System using
“news'” bulletins and “eyewitness reports”
depicting a Martian invasion which left the
Eastern Seaboard “reportedly in ruins.”
If the play was fantastic, the pandemon-
ium that it created was hardly less so.
Police headquarters, newspapers and radio
stations were swamped with anguished
calls. Statisticians estimated that out of
six million listeners, some two millions be-
lieved the report was true. One young
man of New Jersey, representative of the
actions of many, sped to his priest “so I
could make my peace with God before dy-
ing.” At eighty miles an hour he hit a
curve and rolled over twice but escaped un-
hurt. Even two Princeton professors of
geology set out for New Jersey with the
intention of buying the Martian Cylinders
to exhibit at the university’s laboratories.

moon apparently turned an azure blue, as
witnessed from various points in North Eu-
rope. Once more people reacted with fear,
premonition and preparations to escape
from doomsday. We record the Associated
Press report of this incident:

Sun An Azure Ball Over North Sea
Britons, Danes, Puzzled, Fearful at Strange
Hue of Celestial Bodies

London, Sept. 27, 1950 (AP)—A strange
blue sun followed a freak blue moon in the
skies over the North Sea area today.

While baffled British star gazers traded
notes on the phenomenon, first seen in the
United Kingdom last night, colleagues in
Denmark watched the sun come up as an
-azure ball.

Jittery old folks queued up at some Dan-
ish provincial banks, demanding their
money for a hurried flight from doomsday.

Thousands of other Europeans—some
fearful, some merely interested—strained
for a glimpse of the heavens through clouds
which covered much of the continent.

It was the strangest sky display since
the hazy envelope of Halley’s comet turned
the sun and moon odd colors in 1910.

The sun first turned blue yesterday af-
ternoon over Scotland. The effect spread
over most of northern England. Then the
full moon appeared—and it too, was blue.
When the sun rose in London this morning,
it was blue again.

Curious or frightened Britons swamped
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this, Nevertheless, the manner in which
God has blessed this move, and also the
marvelous reaction of the people every-
where to this truth, leads us to believe that
the true unity of the Body of Christ shall
not be much longer delayed.

That there are dead and dying religious
organizations in the world, surely few born-
again Christians would deny. But organiza-
tion in itself is not a sin. There is organiza-
tion among angels. There is organization
among demons. There are good and bad
organizations, depending on whether there
are good or bad people in them. The bad
will be destroyed at the coming of Christ.
The good organizations will quietly dis-
solve at that glorious event, their useful-
ness finished. No Baptists, or Methodists,
or Pentecostals or Nazarenes—just Chris-
tians will be in heaven, members of the
Church Triumphant.

Contrariwise, we believe that it is
wrong for organizations to persecute in-
dependent churches. Each one falls or
stands before its master. The apostles for-
bade one man to continue his ministry of
casting out devils, since apparently he had
not secured apostolic eredentials. Jesus re-
buked this attitude, and thereby showed
his attitude against sectarianism. Let us as
brethren learn to work together in this
world, and then we may prove that we are
worthy to merit the companionship of an-
gels. If we have love one for another, then
shall the world know that we are Christ’s
diseciples. (John 13:35).

Naturally our basis of unity includes
also the keeping of ourselves holy and
unspotted from the world. Worldliness
and superficial living are a shame to the
Name of Christ. If we do not pay our
honest debts, if we do not those things
which are honest in the sight of men, how
shall we be able to teach others? If we
disobey the laws of righteousness and mor-
ality, how can we set an example for oth-
ers? TVH seeks to maintain fellowship be-
tween the brethren of the various organi-
zations. It has neither the facilities nor a
dispensation from Geod to be a judge of the
lives of our brethren. But each one of us
may expect the other to keep his record
clean, and thus set a high standard in our
midst. If we ecannot work with our organi-
zation and keep ourselves in good standing
with them, how then ecan we work with
each other? We do not ask anyone to join
any particular organization. But if one be-
longs to a certain organization, why leave
it? However, if he should feel he should
leave it, then let him leave it in a Christian
spirit. Even a man in business wants to be
able to receive a good recommendation
from the establishment he has left.

He was healed in his
seat and coming up on the platform, leaped
and ran as a testimony of God’s power be-
fore that vast multitude.
