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Present Location Outgrown; Facilities Inadequate 

HE VOICE O F  HEALING announces that it will soon move its head- T quarters to Dallas, Texas. The move seems to be advisable for several 
reasons. Shreveport printers are unable to handle the growing volume of 
TVH circulation. Each month the magazine goes into well over a hundred 
thousand homes, and if we estimate five persons to a family, it means that 
the magazine directly influences over half a million people. 
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The  cost o f  the freight alone, in shipping 
magazines from the Dallas-Ft. Worth area, 
is nearly one half  our entire postage charg- 
es. Taxes and other charges are also con- 
siderably higher here than in Dallas. 

The new offices are  to  be located a t  1600 
Bonnie View, which i s  in the South part of 
the city, just  three and a hal f  miles from 
the heart of  the business district. As the 
picture shows, the property lies in  a set- 
ting o f  trees. A t  the time of  writing, the 
foundation has been laid, and during the 
coming week, the walls will be in the proc- 
ess o f  erection. The plans envisage a modern 
office building, with approximately 6500 
square feet of  floor space. 

On April 1, the associate editors met at 
St. Louis, Missouri, f o r  the purpose of rati- 
fying our new constitution. After  two days 
of  prayerful consideration, the constitution, 
with certain amendments, was passed unani- 
mously. Besides the  two original directors, 
five new directors have been added, which 
include Gayle Jackson, Raymond T. Richey, 
Velmer Gardner, Jack Coe and L. D. Hall.

BY C. P. A. INVESTIGATOR 

The following remarkable letter tells the interesting story of J. H. Buzzell, 
a C.P.A. Specialist who decided to launch an impartial investigation into 

the authenticity of the Branham story. This unsolicited account of 
Mr. Buzzell’s findings will open the eyes of many doubters. 

The Voice of Healing 
Shreveport, Louisiana 
Gentlemen: 

While I have always believed that the prom- 
ise of Christ should be fulfilled, that “These 
signs shall follow those that believe-they 
shall lay hands on the sick and they shall re- 
cover”, I felt that due to man’s failure to avail 
himself of this gift through the centuries it 
had perhaps become lost. 

Of course, from time to time I had heard 
of “cures” but when an attempt to trace them 
down was made, i t  developed that the person 
who had reported them had not personally 
seen them, that it  was a friend, and when that 
lead was followed it  was found to have been 
a friend of a friend who had seen it, until the 
evidence became so far removed ,,that it 
dropped into the category of mere rumor”. 

With this background, when my wife se- 
cured a copy of the book “William Branham, 
A Man Sent from God,” I read it, and as we 
were scheduled to be at our summer home in 
New Hampshire for the next two weeks I 
decided to check the accuracy of the reports. 

While I little like the needless display of 
titles, yet it perhaps is not out of place for 
me to call attention to the fact that one of 
my profession has to be accurate in the ex- 
treme and must be well versed in making 
checks of facts and figures, rather than take 
some one else’s “say-so”. This education and 
training stood me in good stead in such an 
investigation as I was about to undertake. 

I started my quest in utmost good faith. I 
purposely kept my mind “open”, ready to ac- 
knowledge the accuracy of the events narrated 
or face refutation of the incidents. I picked 
what I considered a reasonable ‘*cross section” 
of the events and started my work. 

Numbered among what I considered a fair 
‘kross section” was the incident recounted on 
page 21. I wrote to the Chief of Police in 
Portland, Ore.,.inasmuch as it mentioned two 
police officers as having been at the meeting. 
I was told by the chief that he was forbidden 
by law to exchange information on any other 
than criminal work, and then only with other 
properly accredited law enforcement agencies. 

I felt, for some reason, that this was an 
event that I wished to investigate. I t  repre- 
sented two possible extremes. If it  were un- 
true it offered what one would term a “ridi- 
culous’’ narrative. On the other hand, if it 
could be substantiated it  would be an out- 
standing factor. Therefore I tried another ap- 
proach. I wrote to one of the Bostdn papers 
for the name of Portland’s newspapers and 
received a reply stating that there were but 
two, one a weekly, the other an evening paper. 
I wrote to both, outlining enough of the re- 
port to identify it  and the Oregon Journal as- 
signed a reporter to the case that I might be 
given an accurate, first hand report. This, it  
seemed to me, was an unusual procedure, and 
one which I appreciated. That reporter con- 
tacted various people until he found an eye 
witness, and that witness recounted to the 
reporter what he had seen, a recital which 
in a l l  important details coincided with the 
book‘s outline. That reporter ended his letter 
Pictured behind their wives in a scene taken dur- 
ing a recent 3-day Branham Meeting in the Life 
Tabernacle in Shreveport are Bro.

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of August 27th with these words, ‘ T h e  ex- 
planation of the actiom of the ‘demon possess- 
ed’ man, and his quotations from the Bible 
explaining it, was most interesting to  me?’ 

In appreciation of this reporter’s work I 
forwarded him a copy of the book. I mention 
this because it  had a bearing on future ac- 
tions on my part, upon which I shall touch 
a little further along. 

I confirmed the healing of Mr. Daugherty’s 
daughter in St. Louis, as described on pages 
86 and 87; I confirmed the healing of Miss 
Carter, as told on page! 200, and have Miss 
Carter’s letter stating that she is now “well and 
happy today”. 

The Waukegan News-Sun, of Waukegan, 
Michigan, sent me clippings from their paper 
telling of Mr. Branham’s visit to that town, 
the Jelfersonville Post, of Jeffersonville, In- 
diana, sent me a copy of their publication of 
November 3, 1949, telling of Mr. Branham’s 
visit there. 

Another case which I investigated was that 
of a man in Calgary, Alfa., Canada, who had 
an injured vertebrae disk. The incident is de- 
scribed on page 162. I checked with a sur- 
geon that only surgery could help such a 
case. I wrote the “Albertan”, one of Calgary’s 
newspapers, and received a reply from Mr. 
S. McClelland, Assistant Circulation Manager, 
in which he told me that their supply of the 
particular edition I desired had become ex- 
hausted, but he had his stenographer give me 
an excerpt of the case of Mr. John Andre, 
forty-six years of age, an excerpt which covered 
about an entire page of single space typing. 
I must say that the response of the newspapers 
in the west and northwest was amazing to me. 
Furthermore it  indicates to me that no one had 
previously been sufficiently interested to check 
any of the events as I was doing. 

I have also read Mr. Upshaw’s statement 
in which he tells of his miraculous cure. I 
heard Mr. Upshaw many years ago and recall 
him distinctly because of the pitifulness of

his condition, the uselessness of one of his 
legs, the left as I recall it. 

An eye-witness told me of his having at- 
tended the Kansas City meetings. H e  told how 
a woman near death from tuberculosis was 
brought by stretcher a distance of one hundred 
and fifty miles to attend the meetings. She 
was placed in a wheel chair and when after 
two days her case had not been reached, her 
husband, with the aid of some of the men, 
lifted her bodily, chair and all. on to the 
platform. Upon seeing her, Mr. Branham 
wheeled and said something like this, “Wom- 
an, your faith has healed you,” and he turned 
to the husband and said, “Sir, your faith has 
healed your wife”, and then, turning back to 
the woman he commanded in the name of 
Christ that the illness leave her. The eye-wit- 
ness told me that the woman jumped from 
her chair and walked two or three times 
across the platform, with her arms in the air, 
doubtless in a gesture of thanksgiving. This 
man tells me that from all over the auditorium 
one could see the flesh reappear on her arms, 
limbs and cheeks, and see the clothes swell 
out as the body regained its weight. The next 
day she appeared before the meeting and an- 
nounced that within the past twenty-four 
hours she had gained twenty-eight pounds. 

One branch of my business is that of busi- 
ness counselor and in that capacity I naturally 
have to get into the labor situation. I observed 
a newspaper article by a New Hampshire man 
which I thought to be erroneous and I wrote 
him correcting it. H e  received the correction 
very graciously and from that sprang a cor- 
respondence which branched out into other 
matters. 

Earlier in this letter I have said that send- 
ing the book to the reporter gave me an idea. 
That idea was to prepare a short foreword 
for the book, reproduce it on one of my 
machines and place a copy in the front of each 
book that I loaned, and I had decided that 
the loan of this book was perhaps the best 
method of home missionary work that I could 
do. U p  to date I have purchased fifty of the 
books for this purpose. Some are returned, 
some are not. 

In the course of events I supplied one such 
book to the newspaper correspondent to 
whom I made reference just above, and evi- 
dently he, in turn, mentioned the case to an- 
other newspaper correspondent, and you can

One of the great distinctions between man’s 

ways and God’s is that if man had his way, 
he would have everybody go through the 
same cookie-cutter. On’the other hand, God, 
while holding to basic principles, has a cer- 
tain variation in the manner in which H e  
deals with different individuals. There is also 
a difference of ministries. This is brought out 
by Paul who says in 1 Cor. 12:4; “Nqw there 
are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. 
And there are differences of administrations, 
but the same Lord. And there are diversities of 
operations, but it is the same God which 
worketh all in all.” W e  shall, therefore, find 
that the Holy Spirit is not always ministered 
to the people in exactly the same way. 

It  has been said that “the Old Testament 
is the New concealed, while the New Testa- 
ment is the Old revealed.” It is generally un- 
derstood among Bible students that the pattern 
of many things in the New Testament is found 
in the Old. Favored individuals in Old Testa- 
ment days received the Holy Spirit, although 
it  is evident that they received i t  not in the 
same degree as it  has been given since the 
Ascension of Christ. (John 7:37-39). 

H O W  DID PEOPLE RECEIVE T H E  H O L Y  
SPIRIT IN OLD T E S T A M E N T  DAYS? Moses 
went up into the Mount and tarried before 
the Lord forty days, and when he came down 
his face shone with the glory of God, so 
great was the power of the Spirit upon him. 
(Bxod. 34:29). God then used him to minister 
the Spirit to others. In the case of the Seventy 
Elders, God took of the Spirit that was upon 
Moses and gave to the Seventy. (Numbers 11: 
16-17). But on Joshua, Moses laid his hands 
and the Spirit of wisdom came upon him. 
(Deut  34:9). 

Saul received the Holy Spirit as a band of 
prophets prophesied. (I Sam. 1 0 5 4 ) .  Samuel 
took a horn of oil and anointed David and 
the Spirit came upon him. (1 Sam. 16:13). 
A double portion of the Spirit came upon 
Elijah as tbe latter saw Eliiah being caught 
up to heaven. (I1 Kings 29-14),

Notice, by way of illustration, the various 
ways in which the healing virtue of the Spirit 
of God is administered, First, by the laying 
on of bands. (Mark 1618) Secod,  by the 
anointing with oil and the prayer of faith.

IS THE CORRECT METHOD? 
Receiving The HoEy Ghost 
on The Day of PeBtecost 

On the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit 
was given without any laying on of hands, 
but the Spirit came “as a sound from heaven 
as of a rushing mighty wind.” (Acts 2:2). 
Likewise at the House of Cornelius the Spirit 
was given without any human ’instrumentality 
being used, other than the preaching Df 
Peter. (Acts 1044-45). 

However, in several other distinct pJaces, 
the Holy Spirit was given by the ministry of 
laying on of hands. This -was true in Samaria 
(Acts 8:14-17). This was the case with Paul 
receiving his baptism. (Acts 9:ll-17). Again, 
hands were laid upon certain men in Ephesus, 
by the Apostle Paul, and they received the 
Holy Ghost. (Acts 19:6). 

IS T H E R E  ANY PREFERENCE IN T H E  
TWO METHODS W H I C H  ARE ESPECIAL- 
L Y  MENTIONED IN T H E  N E W  TESTA- 
MBNT. BY W H I C H  PEOPLE RECEIVED 
T H E  H O L Y  GHOST? T H E  A N S W E R  IS 
POUND IN T H E  CIRCUMSTANCES OF

1. Whether hands are laid upon people to 
receive the Holy Ghost or otherwise, it is es- 
sential that they prepare their hearts for the 
experience. The Holy Ghost is given to those 
that obey Him. (Acta 532). A careless Christian 
needs to do some deep searching of heart, 
if he is to bring his life into an attitude of 
full obedience to God. Paul enjoins to “lay 
hands suddenly on no man.” (1 Tim. 5:22). The 
hundred and twenty received the Holy Ghost 
after they had spent days in prayer and wait- 
ing upon God. (Acts 1:14), The Lord allowed 
Paul to wait in prayer and fasting three days 
before H e  sent Ananias to lay hands upon 

, him. (Acts 99-11). Cornelius was in prayer and 
fasting at three o’clock in the afternoon, when 
the angel appeared directing him to Peter, 
through whose ministry he received the Holy 
Ghost. The angel said, “Thy prayers and Thine 
alms are come up for a memorial before God.” 
(Acts 10:4). The disciples at Ephesus had re- 
ceived the searching teaching of John the 
Baptist before Paul laid hands upon them and 
ministered to them. the Holy Ghost. (Acts 

2. There needs to be a complete surrender 
of the life to the Lord, if one is to receive 
a satisfying experience with God. Saul re- 
ceived the Holy Spirit without any real 
prepf:ation in spiritual things. With him it 
was easy come”, and, alas, later it turned 
out to be “easy go.” (I Sam. 16:14). The 
Spirit of the Lord left him and an evil spirit 

19~3-4). 

took the place. 
On the other hand, when Elisha desired 

a double portion of the Spirit, bliiah told 
him he had asked a hard thing. (I1 Kings 
210) .  H e  knew that there were great de- 
cisions of soul that needed to be made, and 
not every one was prepared to make them. 
However, Elisha was prepared-whatever the 
cost, he must have the Blessing. The double 
portion came, and the blessing remained, 
without interruption, during a long life, which 
was marked by unique blessing and power. 

Moses’ forty days before God on the Mount 
lifted him into a realm of faith that, at the 

age of one hundred and twenty, “his eye was 
not dim, nor his natural force abated.” (Deut. 
34:7). The richest experiences with God come 
to those who set apart time to wait upon 
Him. 

3. What we have said, however, is some- 
thing entirely different than the so-called end- - 
less begging for the Holy Spirit. Man can- 
not earn the Baptism of the Holy Ghost. H e  
cannot make himself more holy. The Holy 
Ghost is already on earth and does not have 
to be prayed down out of heaven. If the 
individuai has truly reFnted and made a full 
consecration to God, he is ready to receive 
the Baptism of the Holy Ghost. There is 
no need for a long waiting period. H e  is to 
understand that the Holy Ghost is ready to 
come into his heart the moment that he is 
ready to receive Him. 

One of the gravest mistakes that people 
make is the idea that God will hear them for 
their long prayers, or much repetition. One 
of the h s t  things that Jesus said about praye: 
was, “But when ye pray, use not vain repeti- 
tions, as the heathen do; for they think that 
they shall be heard for their much speak- 
ing.” (Matt. 6:7). It is wonderful to see a 
sinner thoroughly repent even as the publican, 
who beat upon his breast, saying, “God, be 
merciful to me a sinner.” (Luke 18:13). But 
there came a time when the publican had to 
do something else. H e  had to.go down to his 
house believing he was justi6ed. Long ag- 
onizing prayers, begging for salvation, once 
repentence has had opportunity to express it- 
self, only discredits the grace of God which 
is given freely to whosoever will. Likewise in 
the matter of healing, people who go about 
day by day, begging God to heal them, and at 
the same time refusing to believe God’s word 
that H e  meets them then and there, usually 
don’t get healed. Healing is a gift; it must 
be taken and appropriated. I 

Likewise is it  in the matter of the Bsp- ’ 
tism of the HoIy Ghost. When the heart is 
ready, God is ready. No long, agonizing sea- 
sons of waiting for the blessing to come are 
necessary. The Holy Ghost is ready to come 
in without further delay. 

One is not apt to receive the Holy Ghost in 
an atmosphere of doubt and unbelief. H e  needs 
to be with those that have faith. God ha5 

Naturally God has His times and places. , 

His spetial ministries also. Though mighty 
miracles took place under tbe ministry of 
Philip, yet apparently he did not have the 
ministry of the Spirit. When Peter and John 
came down they laid hands upon the people 
and they received the Baptism. Where the 
heart is hungry, and such a ministry is present, 
the Scriptures teach that the normal way to 
receive the Holy Ghost is through the laying 
on of hands. The fact is that many thousands 
these days are receiving the Holy Ghost by 
the laying on-of  hands. Where sound Scrip- 
tural teaching goes with it, there can be no 
objection to this Biblical method. However, 
neither should we in any way deprecate the 
Baptism of the Holy Ghost received without 
the laying on of hands. Either way it  is God 
who gets all the glory. (Tbe laying on of hunh 
for Gifts is an entirely diffemnt matter rrnd 
was discussed in Questions a d  Ansums in 
the February issue.)

The Lord’s Prayer has been repeated 

under many strange and varied circum- 
stances, but never in more grim and dra- 
matic surroundings than at Seoul, Korea, 
after General MacArthur’s victory at Pu- 
san. 

The date was September 29, 1950. The 
hour, shortly before noon. The place, the 
war-torn, half demolished Capitol build- 
ing at Seoul. Fires were still burning in 
the city. Fighting was going on ten miles 
away. 

Only a few days earlier, “the red armies 
were pressing for a Dunkirk that threat- 
ened to drive our out-numbered forces 
into the sea. 

General MacArthur had sought the 

. 

mind of God in prayer, for guidance, to 
avert this slaughter of American boys. 

By what is regarded as one of the wisest 
strokes in military history, he led forces 
by water above the Communist hordes, 
attacked, divided them and cut their 
armies to pieces. 

Then a few days later, heading a cav- 
alcade of American and Korean officials, 
newspapermen and photographers, he en- 
tered Seoul for the purpose of turning 
the.city back to its rightful owners. 

H e  began his address by a reference to 
the mercies of God and concluded with 
the Lord’s Prayer. 

General George Kenney, who was pres- 
ent, says: “You are impressed when you 
hear MacArthur mention God. H e  is 
deeply religious and his sincerity is so 
evident that you realize at once that here 
is no pose. The reverence is not there 
as a matter of form. It  is there because 
General MacArthur believes in* God.” . 

Coming to that part of his address 
. where he was about to lead in prayer, 

the General hesitated for a long, solemn 
moment. 

In the seated crowd before him, squeez- 
ed into the benches where the legislators 
used to sit, were many camouflaged hel- 
mets or caps, and most were keeping them 
on their heads because of the occasional 
showers of broken glass. 

When MacArthur said, “In humble and 
devout manifestation of gratitude to Al- 
migdty God for bringing this decisive 
victory to our arms, I ask that all present 
rise and join me in reciting the Lord‘s 
Prayer,” he signalled with his hands for 
the crowd to stand. 

There was the rumbling shuffle of 
many getting to their feet such as you 
might hear in church. Off came the cam- 
ouflaged helmets, the canvas caps, the 
snappy blue Air Force hats, the Navy 
caps. Every head was bowed. 

MacArthur’s voice uttered the words 
which have come down the ages, slowly 
and with great feeling. The crowd went 
along with him in a low murmur. At 
the conclusion, “For Thine is the king- 
dom, the power and the glory, for ever ’ .  . 
and ever. Amen”, MacArthur’s voice be- 
came strained with emotion.

The Governor ordered the car driven 
through the mob into the center of the 20- 
calo. The mob formed a close circle about 
the car but stood back some ten feet, out 
of respect for the rifles and fixed bayonets 
of the soldiers. 

Standing in the open car, the Governor 
lectured the drunken Indians. H e  reminded 
them of the laws of the land, which permit 
religious liberty t o  all native-born Mexicans, 
to worship God according to  the dictates of 
their hearts.

MISSIONARY W. C. STEPP WRITES 
’ CONCERNING PUNTO FIJO CAMPAIGN: 

“More than 5,000 in one service asked to be savedJJ 

he second Osborn Campaign in Venezuela 
opened in Punto Pijo, in the State of 

Falcon. The 6rst night there were about 5,000 
people present to witness the miradGworking 
power of God. The second aight doubled the 
attendance with an estimated crowd of 10,OOO. 
It was at this service that more.than 5,000 
people siacerely and earnestly manifested their 
desire to be saved. They prayed the prayer of 
repentance, and expressed their desire to 
attend the local Peptecostal church and serve 
the Lord faithfully. 
To our further amazement, the third night 

was even larger. A n  estimated 12,oOO to 
15,000 people attended, and again over lialf 
o f  the crowd prayed for salvation. The fourth 
day the priests and doctors worked hard to 
oppose and dose the meeting. In fact, the 
whole town seemed to have vacated the shows, 
dances, bars, poolrooms, etc., to attend the 
campaign. The authorities called us all into 

the agency office where for over an hour i t  
was necessary to answer their questions and 
refute their charges that witchcraft and de- 
ception were being practiced. Having con- 
vinced the authorities that the people were 
being healed by the obtaining of faith through 
the preaching of the Bible, they then tried to 
prohibit the meetings saying we did not re- 
ceive a permit for the open air meeting. This 
we quickly handled by presenting the permit 
that the city mayor had granted us. Upon ar- 
riving at the meeting site about 600 p. m., 
we were told by police that the meeting had 
to stop, even though several thousand people 
were present already. The police {eft when 
we showed them the permit from the mayor, 
but an hour later two more police walked up 
on the platform and told us to dismiss the 
meeting at once. Again we showed our permit 
and again the police left. 

About 1O:OO PiM., after all had left .the 

grounds, several squads of police, detectives, 
radio patrols, etc., came aad with long drawn 
“machete” swords, dubs, and badges, brutally 
ordered us a l l  into the patrol wagons under 
arrest, and took us to the police station to 
answer charges before the authorities. What 
charges?-PREACHING T H E  GOSPEL OF 
JESUS CHRIST WITH SIGNS FOLLOWING! 

After an hour of questioning the mayor 
spoke of having dug up some old law stating 
that it was prohibited to conduct religious 
services, outside the church. Thus, the mayor 
himself, who had originally issued the permit 
to us, revoked it, and demanded the meetings 
stop, and gave us less than 15 hours to dear out 
the field, platform, lighting, etc 

Realizing that it  would be impossibfe !o 
conduct great open air campaigns in Vene- 
zuela, Rev. Osborn left for Costa Rica where 
a large stadium was awaiting him. 

W e  who remain in Venezuela are determined 
to continue this great work of Christ that Bro. 
Osborn was privileged to begin for us. To God BLIND MEN SEE: 
be all the glory! These two men give glowing testimonies of being healed of blind- 

ness as Bro. Osborn prayed. C d e  Trinidad, on the left. asked 
friends to lead him to the meeting. The first night, after the evangelist 
prayed for all the sick people at one time, Calle took his hands off 
his eyes and could see light1 He was happy for he knew he was 
being healed.

ROOSEVELT AND THE

No one may deny that in the last genera- 
tion, tremendous changes have been taking 
place in the political structure of the United 
States. Have they been for better or for 
worse? Many people are apprehensive over 
the changes that are being wrought. Our 
recent trip to Washington confirmed the 
conviction that many of our leaders in 
Washington feel the same way. Only one 
congressman we met felt that all was well.

The collapse of the Stock 
Market and the panic that followed rendered 
insolvent a large fraction of the nation’s 
businesses, The time was ripe for a great 
change. Roosevelt offered the nation the 
so-called New Deal, and sought nomination 
as a Democratic candidate for the presi- 
dency of the United States, realizing that 
whoever won at the convention would surely 

president. 
On November 11, 1918, the Armistice 

of World War I occurred. Hostilities ceased 
and the news was flashed to all parts of the 
earth. Church bells rang, whistles blew, 
sirens screamed. People gathered in great 
throngs and abandoned themselves to the 
hysteria of that hour. The :war to end’war” 
was over. Statesmen proclaimed that a new 
era in the history of the world had dawned. 
Modernist preachers, blind leaders of the 
blind, proclaimed that a Millenium of peace 
was at hand. Business boomed and economic 
prophets proclaimed “good times” ahead. 
Stocks and bonds soared to dizzy heights, 
and the country settled down to an orgy of 
Wall Street gambling and “get rich” quick 
schemes.

Of the many laws that were hurriedly 

passed, there was one that was to revolu- 
tionize, for the period of its existence, the 
economic system of the nation. It was the 
NRA, or the National Industrial Recovery 
Act. Under its banner, swift regimentation 
of industry began. Every business received 
its code; upon each window went the 
sign of the Blue Eagle. Any manufacturer 
who failed to line up was to be blacklisted. 
Some thought that the Blue Eagle of the 
NRA was the Mark of the Beast. It was 
not. But it was marked by the number of 
666-the NRA was enacted law on June 13, 
1933, just 8 x 666 days after the Armistice! 

PLAN TO CHANGE THE 
SUPREME COURT- 

F E B R U A R Y  4-11, 1937 
‘ 

(10 x 666 days f rom the Armistice) 
As the passage of the NRA  was the 

distinguishing event of the first administra- 
tion of Roosevelt, so his attempt to change 
the Supreme Court was the outstanding 
event of the second term. The Supreme 
Court had outlawed the NRA, as well as 
many similar laws, declaring them uncon- 
stitutional. Therefore a few days after the 
New Deal Administration was returned to 
office, the president presented the country 
with a plan to change the Supreme Court! 
This was the so-called plan to “pack the 
supreme court” with New Deal justices. 
The startled country, however, swiftly re- 
acted against the president’s proposal and 
Congress refused to make it law. 
What was the significance and character 

of this unprecedented attempt to control the 
Supreme Court, thus centralizing power in 
an unprecedented way in the hands of the 
president? The time-measures tell the story. 
The Supreme Court bill was introduced on 
February 4-11, 1937, just 10 times 666 days 
from the Armistice! 
Though the bill was defeated and the 

integrity of the Constitution remained in- 
tact, the full objective of it was shortly 
attained. Several of the justices died, and 
another resigned! The vacancies, of course, 
were filled with New Deal appointees.

In the meantime the Great Depression in 
Europe spawned Hitler who plunged that 
continent into a fearful war. In Se tember 
1940, for the first time in American Ristory, 
came peace-time conscription. But the great 
event of this time took place on September 
27, 1940-the formation of the Rome-Berlin- 
Tokyo Axis-a development that destined 
America to become involved in World War 
11. 

This historic and sinister event of the 
formation of the Rome-Berlin-Tokyo A x i s  
occurred on September 27, 1940, just  12 x 
666 days after  the Armistice!

R E P L Y I N G  to questions posed b a group 
of American newspaper and radio edIItors who 
recently toured Europe, Joe Stalin said, “A 
third world war is no y a r e r  now than i t  was 
two or three years ago. However, the record 
of his statements in the past indicates that 
what he says has never seemed 10 have much 
bearing on what he does. There also seems to 
be a disagreement on the issue of a third worId 
war between Stalin and his deputy foreign 
ministry, Jacob A. Malik. A few months ago, 
in Unired Natioos debate, Malik said: “The 
third World War has in fact commenced- 
in Korea, Indo-China, Tunis and Morocco.” 

The, main issue of Stalin’s reply is focused 
at present upon Germany. The Soviet Prime 
Minister said he considers the present moment 
opportune for unification of Germany. T h i s  
statement perhaps is far more significant in 
the light of his intentions for West Germany 
than appears on the surface. It is no secret 
that Stalin wants to indude West Germany 
in the orbit of Communist control and domi- 
nation. Every indication points to a feeling 
of urgency in Moscow about Germany at this 
particular time. 

General Dwight D. Eisenhower, in report- 
ing the progress made by the Allied Powers 
in Europe during the past year, said: “As of 
today, our forces couldn’t offer prolonged re- 
sistance east of the Rhine barrier,” in the 
event of a Communist move westward across 
Europe. It appears the Russians already have 
a Red German Army in the guise of East

German police and
