His text was 
I Cor.

He stressed particularly the efficiency 
of preaching and teaching God’s Word, 
which is the basis of our faith and fel- 
lowship. 

He brought out, too, so marvelously 
what the association of THE VOICE OF 
HEALING Fellowship had meant to his 
ministry and that of all the other Broth- 
ers and Sisters cooperating, how no man 
can live or stand alone, that all need the 
assistance of other Brothers and Sisters 
in the Lord-Pastors and other evange- 
lists. He depicted so clearly the value of 
organizations and working together for 
the cause of Christ, stating that many in 
the ministry would have long since lost 
their way if he or she had not been coun- 
terbalanced by their brethren, and that he 
was so thankful for THE VOICE OF

A very unexpected blessing was the 
privilege of having Dr. George Blomgren 
Dewey with us for a brief address on 
Thursday morning. I t  is so wonderful to 
hear a man with such faith in God as he 
has, who is such an able minister of His 
gospel, yet who is so informed on cur- 
rent events of today, having made many 
trips behind the Iron Curtain as an in- 
ternational correspondent (author-news 
correspondent-preacher). One thrills to 
hear such facts discussed by a man who 
can so ably align them with the prophetic 
Scriptures.

, Speaking of the crisis a t  the battle- 
front. the Household Brigade Magazine 
for 1942, gives this imporfaant articie, en- 
titled “The Invisible Army.” 

“At the focal point of the enemy’s ad- 
vance, Bethune, the Germans concentrat- 
ed high explosive and machine-gun fire, 
preparatory to bayonet attack in mass 
formation. Suddenly the enemy shell fire 
lifted and concentrated on a slight rise 
beyond the town. The ground here was 
absolutely bare-yet enemy machine guns 
and shells raked i t  from end to end with 
a hail of lead. 

“As suddenly as i t  had started, the en 
emy’s fire ceased, and in the complete si- 
lence there arose a lark’s trilling song of 
thankfulness. The dense line of German 
tmops which had started to move for- 
ward to victory in mass formation, halt- 
ed dead. And, as the British watched, 
they saw i t  break. The Germans threw 
gown everything they had-and fled in 
complete panic.” 
i The reason for the Germans’ fright and 
flight, was learned by Intelligence reports 
obtained by questioning German prison- 
ers. One such report is of a Prussian of- 
ficer : 
! “The order had been given to advance 
in mass formation, and our troops were 
marching behind us singing their way to 
victory when Fritz my lieutenant here, 
said: ‘Herr Kapitan, just look at that 
open ground behind Bethune. There is a 
Brigade of Cavalry coming up, through 
ghe smoke drifting across it. They must 

e mad, these ,English, to advance such 1 force as that in th3 open. I suppose 
$hey must be cavalry of one of their co- 
lonial forces, for see they are all in white 
uniform and are mounted on white 
horses.’ ’ “Strange,” I said, “I never heard of the 
English having any white-uniformed cav- 
alry, whether Colonial or not. They have 
all been fighting on foot for several years 
past, and anyway, they are in khaki, not 
white.” 

“He replied, ‘They are plain enough 
now. See, our guns have got their range 
now;, they will be blown to pieces in no 
dime. 

“We saw the shells bursting among the 
horses and their riders, all of whom came 
forward at a quiet walk-trot, in parade- 
gmund formation, each man and his 
horse in his exact place. Shortly after- 
wards, our machine guns opened a heavy 
fire, raking the advancing cavalry with 
a hail of lead; but on they came and not 
a single man or horse fell. 

“Steadily they advanced, clear in the 
shining sunlight! and a few paces in front 
gf them rods their leader, .a fine figure of 
q, man, whose hair shone lzke gold around 
his bare head. 

“ B y  his side was a great sword, but hk 
hands lay quktly on the. reins. I n  Spate 
Qf heavy shell and machzne gun fire the

White Cavalry advanced, like the incom- 
.ing tide on a sandy beach. 

“Then a great fear fell upon me, and I 
turned to flee; yes, I, an officer of the 
Prussian Guard, fled panic-stricken, and 
all around me were hundreds of terrified 
men, whimpering like children, throwing 
away their arms and accouterments in 
order to be not impeded-all running. 

“Our one desire was to get away from 
that advancing White Cavalry and above 
all, f ram their leader. 

“That is all I have to tell you. We are 
beaten. The German Army is broken. 
There may be fighting, but we have lost 
the war; we are beaten-by the White 
Cavalry . . . I caxyot understand . , . I 
cannot understand.

During World War I1 a sister of my 
father lived in America. It was not pos- 
sible to send letters; therefore, we did 
not hear from each other till the war 
was over.

1944, she was in her kitchen, peeling pa- 
tatoes. Suddenly it was as i f  a heavy bur- 
den fell upon her and she had to go into’ 
her room, to pray for us. 

She did not know why. But she did 
what she f e l t s h e  must do, and when she 
had prayed, the burden was taken away. 

It was on that day, January 28, 1944, 
that the Germans came to search our 
house. They found several “forbidden” 
things, and certainly they would have 
taken my father and my bmther with 
them, had it not been that they were not 
at home. 

It seldom happened that they both went 
away. My father was nearly always at  
home, and my brother could not so easily 
go for, at that time. all young men had 
to work for the Germans. Had the Ger- 
mans found them, most likely it would 
have meant their death. We all escaped 
and, though we lost all we possessed, our 
lives were saved, and the Lord was with 
us. Thus, when the war was over, we 
could write to my aunt why she had to 
pray for us, and also that her prayer was 
heard. 

My aunt has gone to be with her Lord 
now, but we will never forget how her 
prayer was used for our safety.

SAME M A N  IS MODEL FOR 
CHRIST AND JUDAS 

Nearly every one is familiar with Leon- 
ardo da Vinci’s famous painting, “The 
Last Supper.” Like every other of these 
great masterpieces, the artist spent years 
in the painting of it, choosing his models 
after careful study, and using only those 
who best Dortraved the character he was 
painting. 

He sought long for one who could sat- 
isfv his conceDtion of the beauty and mai- 
esfy of the face of Jesus, when he met 
Pietro Bandinelli, a choir boy in the ca- 
thedral of Milan. The beauty of the young 
man’s face spoke truly of the beauty of 
his soul and character. With an  artist’s 
skill, Da Vinci transferred to the canvas 
the dignity and majesty of that face, as 
it fitted into his conception of the face of 
Christ. One looking today upon the pic- 
ture is impressed with its nobility and 
tenderness. 

Years passed as he painted on his can- 
vas, one by one, the disciples. Realizing 
that, next to the face of Jesus, the hard- 
est one to find would be one to portray 
as the traitor, Judas; he sought through 
the years of his painting for that  face. 
A t  last he found a face so marked by 
sin and evil that he finished the canvas 
with this man as the model. As he was 
dismissing the degraded wretch, the man 
said to Da Vinci, ‘‘You have painted me 
before. I am Pietro Bandinelli!” 

Not a trace of the face he had first 
painted could the great artist see in the 
man before him; sin had so marred the 
countenance. But is was true that the 
face he had just used as the model for 
the face of Judas, he had once used as 
the model for the face of Christ. Ban-

OBEYS “VOICE,” ARRIVES IN TIME 
Over the years I have often been re- 

minded of the workings of the wondrous 
ways of God. During the winter o f  1933 
in Alberta, Canada, my folks had moved 
up from the farm to a little prairie town, 
where there was a doctor. My mother, 
a Christian, was low with cancer and had 

. to  be near him for treatment. 
I was just a young lad, but I had to 

remain on the farm for the winter to 
look after the stock, and the country 
Post Office we had for years. Dad rented 
a small house in town and cared for 
mother, and my two younger sisters went 
to school there. 

For a couple of months it had been my 
usual practice to drive up and visit them 
every second weekend. On Saturdays the 
few farmers would come for their mail. 
They were few and scattered, because we 
lived in the drybelt. Then, on Sunday 
morning, I would get the horses and cat- 
tle all fed and watered early and, leav- 
ins; plenty of feed. hitch up the team and 
sleigh and start  out. It was 32 miles to 
town. I would get there by dark, if the 
roads were good. I had the evening,. but 
I would have to leave again by midnight. 
Traveling steadily all night, I would ar- 
rive home in time, Monday morning, for 

breakfast and to get the mail ready for 
the mail carrier. 

The first Saturday in February was un- 
usually mild and, that  ,afternoon, I was 
busy  on the haystack cutting a fresh sup- 
ply. Suddenly a n  unusual voice behind 
me, said, “You can do your chores up 
early, and start for town this afternoon. 
Don’t wait  t i l l  next week.” 
I turned, but no one was there. With 

a strange feeling, I went on working. The 
voice repeated the same words again, but 
still no one was there. I went into the 
house to get the milk pail and, just then, 
the lelephone rang. I t  was our closest 
neighbor. He suggested that I bring the 
mail up. to his place that afternoon, where 
the other neighbors could come for it and, 
being such a mild afternoon, I could go 
to see the folks. He then promised that he 
would come down and do the chores for 
me in the morning. 

Strangely, I got ready; took the mail 
up to the neighbor, and was on my way. 
Before I reached town it clouded up and 
began to snow. I made it to town by mid- 
night, and found the house a1 lighted up. 
My sisters came out to tell me that I had 
jus t  arrived in time. They had a feeling I 
was coming! 

Mother passed away b y  daylight, and 
a howling blizzard was now raging out- 
side. I knew I would never have been 
here-had I disobeyed that voice. We 
sang her favorite hymns around the bed- 
side, ending with “Will the Circle B e  Un- 
broken.” We promised her it  wouldn’t. 

The following year I accepted the Lord 
as my Saviour, and a t  our first Camp 
Meeting-my two sisters did likewise. 
Dad came a few years later. 

Nearly 20 years have passed, but those 
incidences remain crystal clear. While 
God saw fit to take Mother, we can see 
her prayers were answered, and a little 
of the way God does things!

W e  have just received the news that 
Brother Wi l l iam D. Upshaw, Former U. S.  
Congressman, has passed away.  

in the last years of his life. 

Our readers wi l l  recall his marvelous tes- 
timony of how God so miraculously healed 
him i n  Rev. Wi l l iam Branham's meeting in 
Los Angeles, California, in February of 
1951 (testimony was printed in  the Apri l -  
May,  1951 issue of THE VOICE OF HEAL- 
ING) after having been a cr ipple for  66 
years, seven of them spent in  bed. 

During his lifetime he was such a bless- 
ing to so many people, serving America as 
U. S.  Congressman, educator, Temperance 
lecturer, Prohibition candidate for  Presi- 
dent of U. S., Preacher and  author. 

Through his wri t ing, he is known t o  mil- 
lions but, l am sure he would prefer be ing 
called "Preacher-Minister of the Gospel 
of Christ- a Servant of God," a n d  so 

would the w i fe  he lef t  prefer that title for 
him; therefore, w e  shall refer to that min- 
istry our Lord gave him, which was the joy 
of  his l i fe.  

During his lifetime, he was a bless- 
ing  to students in 42 states, a s  he traveled, 
lecturing to them-in his wheelchair-hav- 
ing  as his motto, " E T  NOTHING DISCOUR- 
AGE Y O U .  . . NEVER GIVE UP!" 

In that statement is embodied the  stead- 
fast resolution of  his life, for  truly he did 
not let anything-even his terr ib le affliction 
and hand icap-d iscourage him. HE NEVER 
GAVE UP! 

And, through him, G o d  proved t o  t he  
wor ld  what H e  could d o  through one w h o  
would believe and trust Him, in spite of 
seeming unconquerable odds. 

It wi l l  b e  an inspiration to millions t o  
know how God honored his fa i th  and  used 
him in a greater w a y  dur ing the last days 
of  his l i fe than at t he  beginning. 

Surely G o d  gave him a mighty testimony

A lady who had been confined to  her 
bed since May of this year, wi th  T .  B., 
was prayed for and six days later pass- 
ed all of i t  front her body. O n  October 
24, she had another X-ray ntade. and 
has the doctor‘s statement that  she i s  
now free f r o m  all infectious and con- 
tagious disease. 

One man, who had been blind in his 
left eye for about fifty years, was instant- 
ly healed and could see to count Brother 
Nunn’s fingers and could see the audience. 
His eye is getting better each dav. He 
now can read out of this eye and can 
identify objects over a hundred yards 
away. (See his testimony on this page.) 

One lady who did not know what was 
wrong with her, was informed by Brother 
Nunn that she had a growth in her 
throat and that she would go home and 
vomit it up and be healed. She returne:i 
to the meeting later on and testified that 
she had vomited the growth out of her 
throat. 

A young lady, O n l y  1 4  years old, who 
was injured at birth, causing blandness i n  
her left eye, was instantly healed and, 
after prayer had bsen offered, could 
see Brother Nzcnn clearly and the people 
i n  the audience also, The doctors had 
told her tha t  she could not be helped 
because she was blind front birth. Now 
she sees! 

The moving of God continues and the 
people have been revived. Many have rr- 
ceived the Baptism of the Holy Ghost. 
One night twenty people came forward 
to receive the Holy Ghost, and nine of 
them received this wonderful experience. 
Truly this has been what Brother Nunn 
calls his meetings-A BIBLE REVIVAL 
- a n d  bhere is great joy in this city as a 
result of it. 

I recommend Brother Nunn’s ministry 
to all. I t  is a well rounded ministry of 
Deliverance.

to heal, a great many of the Indjan peo- 
ple came from Alert Bay, on thk.'North 
Pacific coast, especially to attend the ser- 
vices and to receive healing. The? were 
suffering from blindness, arthritis and 
other ailments. These simple-hearted peo- 
ple are so earnest and of such childlike 

faith we have already heard that one o f  
them was delivered from the habit of to- 
bacco, even though he wasn't prayed for 
in the meetings. 

A Chinese woman came to the service, 
suffering from the effects of a stroke. 
She felt the healing power of the Lord 
go tlxough her body like a fire. She came 
back to give a glowing testimony of what 
the Lord had done for her. She also re- 
ceived such a wonderful healing of her 
eyes that, on  her way home from the 
service, she was pointing out the differ- 
ent colors of automobiles and saying how 
everything had cleared up for her. The 
power of God was upon her, as she gave 
her testimony and glorified the Lord i n  
worship and praise, she almost fell over 
on the platform.

It is becoming commonplace now for 
leaders of the younger Christian church- 
es in what, until recently, were “Mis- 
sion Fields” to express strong objection 
a t  having our many divisions in the West- 
ern churches transplanted on to their 
soil. Who can but sympathize with Chi- 
nese, Japanese, Indian or African Chris- 
tians desiring to be nothing in name but 
simply “Christian” finding themselves 
compelled, bv us, to become labelled with 
our pet denominational tags? 

Sectarianism dies hardly. One of my 
latest letters is from a young German 
pastor whose brave little assembly longs 
for a hall in which to work and worship. 
An American evangelist in Germany has 
offered to build them the hall they need 
-on condition that they unite with his 
American sect! He is torn between a de- 
sire for freedom from doctrines that he 
views with disfavor and a desire to get 
the longed-for meeting place. I fear he is 
one of many others. 

Doubtless our varied Protestant (and 
Pentecostal) sects often have enshrined 
valuable facets of truth. It has not been 
lightly that we have divided over some 
cherished point of doctrine, or  experience, 
or form of government. And our beloved 
Asiatic and African fellow-believers might 
observe that, even though they may not 
become subject to our lamentable West-

ern divisions, they appear to possess a t  
least an equal tendency to divide among 
themselves into a bewildering number of 
indigenous splinter-sects. Division in the 
Body of Christ is neither a Western nor 
a modern frailty. Its roots go clear back 
into the pages of the New Testament. 

A missionary just returning home on 
furlough expressed to me the other day 
the hope that the World Pentecostal Con- 
ferences might result in forming one big 
all-embracing Pentecostal denomination 
to end our divisions. Quickly I disillu- 
sioned him. They have no such purpose 
in view and would perish if they had. 
Human organization divides quite as  
mu& as it unites, We are on the only 
practical line for Pentecostal unity when 
we seek a free fellowship of individuals, 
churches and denominations that leaves 
inviolate the existing convictions of onc 
and all in the matter of church govern- 
ment. Impatience may consider this too 
loose to have any value. The alternative 
is to have nothing a t  all. In happy exper- 
ience it is well worth cultivating. 

From another direction there comes Po 
me an appeal to attend yet one more 
“Unity” conference to discuss the grounds 
of our divisicms. I confess to utter lack of 
enthusiasm. I think that some brethren 
have become unhealthily obsessed with 
this matter. So often I fear it is because,

perhaps, unconsciously, they have some ’ 
personal “axe to grind.” The “Unity” they 
profess to long for usually turns out to 
be insistence upon agreement on the part 
of all, the rest of us with their own par- 
ticular ideas, or their personal interpre- 
tation of the scriptures. 

The Unity that is God-given-the “unity 
of the Spirit” (Eph. 4:3)-is a unity 
in rich diversity. It allows wide diverg- 
ence of gift and calling among the many 
members of the Body of Christ. It re- 
spects differences of opinion until we all 
arrive a t  the unity of the faith unto a 
perfect man. I t  shuns divisions of heart, 
but laughs a t  divisions of denomination- 
alism. It insists on keeping a fellowship 
with all who are holding Christ the Head. 
Instead of morose absorption with our di- 
visions it glories rather in our fundamen- 
tal unities and throws itself wholeheart- 
edly into every possible form of mllec- 
tive activity that gives our essential unity 
practical expression. We all have a long 
way to go yet along the thorny path to  
perfect unity, but we will, by God’s help, 
tread it with a song. Unity is our Lord’s 
prayer. It is our own high and holy -ad. 
venture. Let us sing praises for the no 
small victories already won.

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Huge Radioactive Atom Bomb Cloud 

TRANGE news came to America s during the month of November. 
A new president was elected, to be 
sure. But, overshadowing that news 
was the fact the experiments on the 
hydrogen bomb (often called the H- 
bomb or “hell-bomb”) have proven 
successiful. Apparently a “hell-bomb” 
has been exploded at Eniwetok. It is 
doubtful just how much news the 
government would have given us on 
this matter, had not reports leaked 
through the censor via letters from 
soldiers who witnessed the blast. 

The soldiers sent back lurid reports 
which, if not entirely accurate, gave 
11s some idea of this new develop- 
ment. One man wrote that an island 
a mile wide had disappeared, after 
the smoke cloud of the explosion 
passed off. Another said that, at a dis- 
tance of 30 miles, there was a mo- 
mentary heat flash of 180 degrees. A 
picture drawn of the blast by one ser- 
vice man, showed it to have three 
horrible heads-as if more than one 
explosion had taken place. 

Actually, the theory of the hydro- 
gen bomb involves a multiple explo- 
sion. Scientists, years ago, discovered 
that the sun maintains its heat

through a continuous atomic explo- 
sion of hydrogen, which is controlled 
through the enormous pressure exert- 
ed by the sun’s gravity. Astronom- 
ers, who have studied the nuclear ef- 
fects of the sun, discovered that hy- 
drogen atoms splitting into compon- 
ent parts formed helium, with a sim- 
ultaneous tremendous release of en- 
ergy. But they could not duplicate the 
effect because the process took place 
only under temperatures of millions 
of degrees. 

Then came the atomic bomb, and 
its tremendous burst of energy. Why 
not, asked the scientists, release the 
energy from hydrogen through the 
heat of an atomic explosion? 

To find the answer to this possi- 
bility, the U. S. Government has in- 
vested billions of dollars during the 
past two years. Those who were em- 
ployed in the research would not 
guarantee that the experiment would 
be successful, but apparently it has 
been. Thus, man is one step nearer 
the destruction of himself. 

The power of the atomic bomb, 
great as it might be, i s  limited. Be- 
yond a certain point no greater blast 
can be obtained. With the hydrogen 

bomb, the power of the explosion 
may be increased almost indefinitely. 
It is estimated that the force of its 
explosion might destroy everything 
over an area of from twenty to forty 
miles across. The original atomic 
bomb practically wiped out the flimsy 
cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, 
with populations of a few hundred 
thousands. Experts estimate that the 
power of the hydrogen bomb would 
be a thousand fold greater! This 
means that practically any city in the 
world could be completely wiped out 
by a square hit from the hydrogen 
bomb. It is evident that in densely 
populated cities, such as Chicago and 
New York, there is the fearful possi- 
bility that millions of lives would be 
lost in a split second of time. Thus, 
day by day, the hour of the fulfill- 
ment of 

Matt. 24:21 and 22 draws nearer. 
In  that solemn prophecy Jesus 
said: 

“For then shall be great tribula- 
tion, such as was not since the be- 
ginning of  the world to this time, . 
no, nor ever shall be. 

And except those days should be 
shortened, there should no flesh be 
saved; but for the elect’s sake those 
days shall be shortened.” 
We can see that this prophecy, 

which once seemed so remote or im- 
possible of fulfillment, is to be taken 
absolutely literally. And, if this 
prophecy is literal, how much more 
must the other words of Jesus be 
taken literally? 

Has Russia the secret of the hy- 
drogen bomb? Probably not yet. But 
it is wishful thinking to suppose that 
she will not soon possess it. She was 
able to produce an atomic bomb years 
sooner than was expected by the av- 
erage scientist. The men of Russia 
are absolutely without principle. 
While America would hesitate to 
bomb the cities of Russia, the Com- 
munists would have no such scruples. 
No one would hardly dispute the fact 
that the Russians, if they had a sup- 
ply of hydrogen bombs, would at the 
moment of decision not hesitate one 
instant to drop such bombs on every

OME years ago, in 1911, my Mother and s Father were living in Italy. My Fa- 
ther visualized the Stars and Stripes and 
decided to make America his home. 

He didn’t have sufficient money for him 
and Mother to both come to America 
then, so Dad came first and, a few 
months later, sent Mother money to come 
to him. 

Had Mother stayed another three 
months in Italy, I would have been born 
in Italy. 

Mother came over on the boat. The 
ocean was very rough and she got so sea- 
sick that she said, when she set her feet 
on the shores of the New York port, she 
felt like kissing the ground. 

They first settled in Ambler, Penna., 
19 miles north of Philadelphia. 

On November 28, 1912, I was born. I 
am the eldest of five children. 

Soon after my birth, my father moved 
to Atlantic City, N. J. There I Seceivecl 
my education. 

As a lad of 14, I became so hungry 
for reality, I didn’t know God, yet I at- 
tended the Roman Catholic church, and 
was faithful and consistent. My Mother 
was a very devout Catholic. She prayed 
for hours, often from four o’clock in the 
afternoon until 8:OO and 9:00 o’clock a t  
night, praying to the Virgin Mary and 
to the various Apostles. 

Many times she said to me, “Son, be 
good, serve God, live for God.” 

However, I didn’t know what the new 
birth was, nor what it meant to believe 
the Word of God. I didn’t even know 
what the Word of God was. I t  was given 
to us in Latin. 

When I was 17. Dad sent me to Phil- 
adelphia, Pa., to attend a Barber school, 
but I still wanted God. 

One night, just after I had Yetired, in 
Philadelphia, a man came i n t b ‘ k y  room. 
As this mun came into m y -  room, I 
noticed he was dressed, differently than  
is usual. H e  looked dzfferent. H e  had 
beautiful long dark haw. A s  I looked at 
Him,  I said to  myself, “ S u y l y ,  this must 
be tha t  man called Jesus.

In spite of that vision, as I went along, 
I went deeper in sin. I realized however, 
that I was lost and undone, that I needed 
someone to help me. I attended Mass, 
but came out still groping for reality. 

I so wanted to know Christ, this Jesus, 
I. had seen that night, Who saves from 
sin. 

However, since I was groping for some- 
thing, I knew not what, I turned to the 
world for happiness. I took up dancing 
and worked hard a t  it. My Mother would 
often say, as I came in late a t  night, 
“Son, you’re not going to live long. This 
tap dancing will kill you.’’ 
I weighed only 137 pounds, and was so 

fast on my feet they called me “lighten- 
ing.” 
I was considered outstanding. My Pro- 

moters had great things in store for me. 
However God directed my life different- 

One day, as I gave an exhibition dance, 
i n  Atlantic City, N .  J., I met Mary 
Titanish, the girl who zs now my wife. 
She had beautiful blonde hair. I looked 
at her and thought, “My! she is lovely!” 
She still is. 

One Sunday afternoon, Mother said 
to me, “Son, you’re not happy.” I said, 
“Mom, it’s true. I’m not happy.” She 
said, “Son, why don’t you go in your 
room and pray to Jesus?” I said, “Morn, 
you know we don’t pray to Jesus. We 
have to go to the Virgin Mary, or one 
of the Saints, or one of the Apostles.” 
Then she said, “Son, you go and pray in 
your room, and I’ll bring someone here 
to teach you how to pray to Jesus.” She 
then went and got a millionaire’s wife, 
Sister Julia Tumolillo, who’s husband was 
a banker in Philadelphia. 

This lady had been led to Jesus through 
her colored maid. She was saved in a 
little Pentecostal Mission in Philadel- 
phia, Pa. 

Twentytwo years later, she came to 
2309 Artic Ave., Atlantic City, N. J. and 
told me the story of Jesus.

I remember the first time I went to a 

Pentecostal church. It was such a strange 
church to me. I had never been in a 
church like that. I went with Sister 
Tumolillo. As I entered, I looked around 
for some images, statues, and the stations 
of the cross, and I didn’t see any. I 
thought to myself, “My, this is a funny 
looking church.” It was a great big one, 
and I thought Sister Tumolillo would sit 
near the back somewhere but, Oh My! 
she kept on walking, and I followed her. 
Everybody turned around and looked at 
me. She kept walking, going toward the 
front, and stopped at the very second 
row. 

Brother Wilfred A. Brown was the Pas- 
tor. He looked at me and said, “Praise 
the Lord!’’ 

I thought, “I wonder what this is all 
about.” I knelt down and made the sign 
of the cross at the side of the pew, and 
when Sister Tumolillo went in, she turned 
around and prayed towards her seat. and 
I thought, “This is a strange way.” I was 
praying towards the platform, and again 
made the sign of the cross. I heard her 
get up and sit down, and I did the same 
thing. 

Brother Wilfred A. Brown preached 
from the Gospel of St. John, but it was 
Greek to me. Every once in a while he 
would preach about Jesus. I kept saying 
to myself, “He doesn’t preach like Sis- 
ter Tumolillo, but I suppose it’s all right.” 

Sister Tumolillo said, “Now, if he says, 
‘Who wants to be saved?’ you want to be 
saved, don’t you Michael?” I said. “Well, 
Yes, I want everything that goes with 
this.” 

She said, “You just raise your hand.” 
Then Brother Brown said, “Is there 

anyone here tonight who wants to be 
saved?” and he looked a t  me. 
I “kinda” blushed and lifted my hand 

and Lo! and Behold! the other one went 
up. The next thing I knew, I was up at 
the front of the altar. The next I knew 
after that, there was a group of men all 
about me and I heard them saying loud- 
ly, “God save him! God save him! God 
bring him in! Oh, God, slay  him!"^ 

I had a date with Mary and it‘was get- 
ting late; therefore, I was rather dis- 
turbed. 

I looked up a t  Brother Brown and was 
“kinda” scared to talk to him, but I had 
to go; so I said to him, “Father Brown,” 
(you see I didn’t know you were supposed 
to say “Brother”) could I go now and 
come back some other time? Is it  all 
right? He said, “Sure thing. When will 
you come back?” I said, “When do you 
have this again?’’ He said, “We’ll have 
this again Sunday morning.” I said, “I’ll 
be out.” 

My friends, for three days the flames 
of hell were coming up and licking my 
feet. I actually saw the flames of hell. 
The thought of eternity continually 
bothered me. Oh! Eternity! Oh! How 
long? I wrestled with this thought for 
conviction was upon me. I could not eat 
or sleep for three days. The Lord showed 
me satan himself. 

Oh, there was such a hunger. I wanted 
God. I wanted reality. I wanted the Lord 
to fill me with His love. 
Finally on Monday morning, August 10, 

1934, Jesiis came into my heart. I was so 
happy! He took the heavy load of sin 
that I was carrying and said, “You are 
now clean, you are now purified, your 
sins are forgiven!” He said, “Walk with 
me and I’ll walk with yoii.” For seven 
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days I walked and talked with Jesus. 
Hallelujah! 

After that, I took a .little Bible and 
went over to my girl friend’s house and 
said, “Mary, this is wonderful!” 

I said, “Listen, I have a proposition to 
make with you, but I want you to follow 
the Bible and that man called Jesus.” It 
took me two hours but I finally said, “I 
want you to marry me.” 
I said, “1’11 call you tomorrow morning 

at 9:OO o’clock. If you say ‘Yes.’ I wan; 
you to follow Jesus. But, if you say ‘No, 
I’ll never call you again.” 
I called her the next morning at 9:00 

o’clock and said, “What is your answer?” 
She cried, and said, ‘‘Yes.” Hallelujah! 
But, my friends, before I called her on 

the phone, I called upon Jesus. I said, 
“Lord, if you don’t want me to have 
Mary, let her say ‘No’.” I was out and 
out for God. 

During that  time the Lord had been 
deuling with Mary also, for,  about a 
week after I was saved, the Lord came 
to her-she heard a knock on her door. 
She asked, “Who is it?” The voice an- 
swered, “It is the Lord.” She fell down 
on her knees right there and asked H i m  
to forgive her sans and He  . glorzously 
saved her. She had been so tzmid about 
going to  church wzth me because she had 
been reared in the Creek Catholic Church 
and the protestant mode of worshzp was 
so strange to her she did not know how to  
approach the Lord to ask H i m  to  save 
her. But our Lord knows our hearts, 
and came to  her. 

How I have praised the Lord so many 
times for giving her to me because she 
has been such a strength and blessing to 
me, as she has walked by my side in 
His work and has affectionately and 
wholeheartedly. served the Lord with me. 
She is also a minister of the Gospel. With- 
out her, my ministry would never have 
been what i t  is today. The Lord knew I 
needed so,yeone like her, so He let her 
say, “Yes. 

We were married on September 14, 
1934, and our marriage has been blessed 
with three lovely children, two boys and 
a girl, Donald, David and Dolores. 

After I was saved, my love for tap 
dancing, and my profession of dancing 
left me. I cared for it no more! 

Another glorious thing was that my 
Mother had been saved two weeks before 
[ was. Sister Tumolillo had told her the 
story of Jesus also, and she accepted 
Him, too! How happy that made me! 

Shortly after that, the Lord came to me 
and told me that he wanted me to go and 
preach H i s  glorious gospel, and I so 
happily answered His call. 

I didn’t know the Bible, His WoFd, and 
I was just as hungry to know it as I 
had been to find Jesus as my Saviour. I 
would hear Brother Wilfred A. Brown 
preach and would take in everything he 
said. Then I would go out on the street 
corners and preach and I went up and 
down the streets doing personal work. I 
was so happy about my Jesus and was 
so zealous and anxious for everyone else 
to know Him and love Him as I did. 
... Soon I had an opportunity to attend 
Central Bible Institute in SpringAeld. 
Missouri, and graduated with the class of 
1938. Sister M a s h  also attended with me 
and graduated in the same class. 

After graduation and entering the min- 
istry I pastored seven churches and built 
two large churches. 

While attending Central Bible Institute, 
on the 18th day of March, 1937, I received 
the Baptism of the Holy Ghost, in ac- 
cordance with Acts 2:4. 

I was ordained August 4, 1943, in the 
Eastern Dist. of the Assemblies of God, 
with the laying on of hands by Rev. Wil- 
fred A. Brown, who was my first pastor 
in Atlantic City, N. J. From the foregoing 
story, you can see what his ministry has 
meant to my life. 
I was pastoring in Hamburg, Pa., in the 

month of July, 1949, when I met a pastor 
friend who told me about a wonderful 
meeting near me. 

He said, “Mastro, Osborn and Lindsay, 
Evangelists of the Voice of Healing, are 
coming to town, with a big tent.” I said, 
“Is that right?” Then he said, “Are you 
going to come in and cooperate?” 

I stid, “I don’t know anything about 
them. He said, “Haven’t you heard of 
Evangelists, Lindsay and Osborn?” I 
said, “NO, I haven’t.” I had never heard 
of them. Then he said, “They :re coming 
and I want you to hear them. 

One day, after the meeting began, I 
went to hear them preach. Many people 
were there. As I looked on, I met another 
pastor I knew who also said, “I have 
been trying to call you. I wanted you to 
come and cooperate with y?. Will you?” 
I said, “I’ll let you know. 

Z a m  surely glad I got in on tha t  meet- 
ing .  I heard Brother Tommy Osborn 
preach the glorious message of faith. I 
wore glasses then. I had hardening of 
the arteries in my eyes. One naght 
Brother Osborn preached such a wonder- 
ful  message on faith. I went home and 
took off m y  glasses i n  my study room 
and said, “God. this is just  like in the 
days of the Apostles. I saw deaf ears 
come open tonight. I saw the crippled 
walk, people with heart trouble jump in 
the air,  and still they Kad good wind.” 
Then I said, “God heal my eyes.” Fraends, 
God healed my eyes! 

My little girl, Dolores, who had to wear 
glasses with real thick lenses, after see- 
ing me take off my glasses and not have 
to wear them any more, said, “Daddy, 
I believe Jesus will heal my eyes too.” 
I laid my hand on hek eyes and prayed, 
and God delivered her also. 

The school doctor examined her eyes 
soon after that and found them 20-20! 
Amen! H e  said she no longer needed 
glasses! Praise the Lord! 

That meeting grew by leaps and 
bounds, and I kept attending. This was 
just what my soul had been hungry for. 
I watched Brother Lindsay as he taught 
the Word of God in the instruction serv- 
ices. God blessed in a marvelous way. 
Friends, there were now thousands of 
people there, sitting in the afternoon 
meetings. People were standing up to 
hear them preach the glorious Word, 
telling about Jesus and that Bible days 
are here again, that the Lord is again 
visiting His people, that “He is the same 
yesterday, today and forever.” (Heb. 1353) 

I said, “God, this is what I have been 
waiting for.” I had always believed that 
He healed, but new faith was born in my 
heart. So I went on a fast and prayed 
for ten days and said, “Oh, Gc$, make 
yourself even more real to me, and W e  
did! He said, “This is it. Take your 
Bibleproclaim me-I am the Christ!” 

I said, “Jesus, Lord, I’ll do it!” 
As I watched that meeting, I was so 

greatly impressed. My! My! people 
couldn’t get seats. They came as early 
as five o’clock in the morning to get 
seats. I told my board about the meet- 
ing. They said, “Brother Mastro, let’s 
close the church and go,” and we went. 
We traveled 36 miles round trip. My, 
they were for it! Churches all around. 
within a radius of 100 miles were coming 

to that great Osborn-Lindsay Meeting. It 
grew and grew! I saw thousands of pew 
ple saved, I saw thousands of people 
healed, by the mighty power of God. Let 
me tell you, Bible Days are Here Again! 
Hallelujah! 

Ond night, they gave me a prayer line. 
I had just come out of my fast  and waat- 
ing on the Lord  and was stall attendang 
the meetings. When they gave me this 
prayer line, I saw people wi th  cancer 
healed, and a boy with a double cyst.on 
his spine, instantly healed. H e  had j u s t  
had a n  operation and had been told b:y 
the doctor that  he could never drive hzs 
car again. H e  bowed down,, bent his back, 
leaped into the air and sazd, “I’m healed! 
I J m  healed! I can drive again!” Oh, i t  
was glorious. 

A woman with a tumor on the side 
of her stomach the size of a big egg- 
plant, came in the line to be prayed for. 
I said to Sister Mastro, “Lay your hand 
on her side, as  I pray for her.” Sister 
Mastro and the lady laid their hands on 
her side and they both began saying, 
“It’s shrinking, it‘s going down!” and it 
left completely! I tell you, people with 
eye trouble, stomach trouble, and many 
other ailments were instantly healed. I 
can’t begin to tell you all that happened! 

After that, the first healing meeting 
I held was in my wife’s home town, 
Houtzdale, Pa. There people were saved, 
and gloriously healed. The further along 
we went the more numerous and miracul: 
ous were the things performed by the 
mighty power of God. 

How I thank God for Brother Lindsay 
and Brother Osborn, and that God sent 
them to Reading, Pa., and for the way 
God, through them, inspired my faith to 
launch out into deeper things for Him.

What Do You Think of the “New” Bihle- 
Revised Edition? 

Answer : 

LL BIBLES, including the Catholic A Bible, over 99 per cent of the 
time, give an acceptable translation. 
It is in the one per cent that the 
trouble comes in. The old King James 
version is a masterpiece. It was writ- 
ten during the golden age of literature 
and the poetry and phraseology have 
never been equalled, let alone excelled. 
Its chief weakness has been in the fact 
that, in the course of centuries, some 
words gradually have changed their 
meaning, as is the case of the word 
“charity” used in the 13th chapter ,of 
I Corinthians. “Charity” at one time was 
the strongest word for Divine love and 
was so used by the King James trans- 
lators. In the passing of time, it has 
come to mean generosity to the poor. 
However a good marginal Bible will give 
the proper word in this case. F o r  ordi- 
nary reading, I use the King James ver- 
sion. 

However, other translations serve an 
important purpose when studying difficult 
texts. They often throw additional light 
on obscure passages. There are a number 
of such translations on the market. How- 
ever, i f  one is known by the friends he 
keeps, the new version has a question- 
able character. It has been widely lauded 
by the Modernists. Examination shows 
that they have taken undue liberties with 
the text in passages where the funda- 
mental truths of our faith is at  stake.

major city of America-thus repeating 
Pearl Harbor on a fearful scale. 

It is believed by many that the atomic 
bomb is a fulfillment uf Rw. 13:13- or 
a t  least a phase of the fulfillment. Here 
the prophet, speaking of the Beast power 
of the end time, declares, 

“And he doeth greut wonders, SO 
that he maketh fire come down f rom 
heaven o n  tlie earth in tho  s igh t  of 
men.” 

’ As we have observed in previous ar- 
ticles, t h e  word “heaven” is translated 
from the original Greek “uoranus.” Thus 
the text reads, “And he doeth great won- 
ders, so that he maketh fire come down 
from ‘uoranus’ in the sight of men.” The 
Greek word “uoranus” is the root word 
of uranium, the main compnent  of the 
atomic bomb! 
Is is interesting to consider what would 

have occurred had the atomic bomb been 
discovered a few years sooner. What 
would have happened if the Germans had 
won the race, and had dropped the bomb 
upon England? What would have hap. 
pened had the Japs learned the secret 
and dropped it on Pea:l Harbor and the 
Pacific Coast? As it was. the attack was 
so disastrous that it caused us to lose two 
years in the Pacific in rebuilding our 
forces. 

Actually the atomic bomb is not a 
weapon of defense, but a weapon of ag- 
gression. Although the U. S. now has 
great stockpiles of atomic bombs, they 
are not being used in  Korea. We are told 
they cannot be employed effectively there. 

Could they be used effectively in China, 
or even Russia? Since 1941 the great in- 
dustries of Russia have been dispersed 

z behind the Ural mountains. We think of 
the Kremlin in Moscow as being the cen- 
Ler of great activity but, actually, there 
are few persons within the walls of the 
Kremlin. The U. S. Embassy reports that  
only a few cars go in or out of the Krem- 
lin each day. The whole scheme of the 
Russian war industry has been arranged 
with the thought that  vital industries 
must be dispersed as widely as possible. 
Hence the atomic bomb, while it could 
reduce the great cities of Russia to rub- 
ble, could not destroy that nation’s power 
to make war. On the other hand, Ameri- 
can industry has not been dispersed, but 
is exceedingly vulnerable to a possible 
atomic attack. 

Is Russia ready to drop the atomic 
bomb on America? Probably not. She has 
the bomb, however, and holds it as a 
threat over the world. The Beast Power 
of Rev. 13:13, evidently holds the atomic 
bomb as  a bank robber might a bottle of 
nitroglycerin a t  a bank he is holding up. 
He waves the bottle of nitroglycerin and 
cries that, if any one lays a finger on 
him, he.wil1 hurl the nitroglycerin to the 
destruction of everyone in the bank. That 
is the case in Europe. The people there 
know that, if war comes, Russia will drop 
atomic bombs on the great cities of Eu- 
rope. The Europeans shudder at the w r y  
thought and their strength to resist has 
become like water. 

The Beast of prophecy is treacherous 
and cunning. He is willing to make the 
“world a wilderness” to attain his diabo- 
lical ends. He would, if necessary to have 
his way, utterly destroy the cities of the 
world, and bring an  end to all civiliza- 
tion as we know it. He will, however, be 
denied this; for, before absolute destruc- 
tion may be achieved, Christ will come 
and reign with His saints. 

God has, however, reserved a time when 
He will purge and purify the earth, with 
the energy of atomic fires. The Apostle

May i t  come forth in 
sackcloth and ashes. May all the people 
mourn before a living God, that their 
soul may be anchored in the Christ that 
i s  able to preserve through eternity. 
Watch ye my soul and care for those 
that are dying and lost. That i t  may 
bring them unto One that fs able to save 
them to the uttermost.”

For example, they have removed al- 
together the latter part of the last chap- 
ter of Mark. There is no doubt that this 
portion of the Scriptures is genuine and 
includes one of the most important truths 
of the Bible. The numerical phenomena 
of the Bible, which is one of the most 
spectacular proofs of the Divine structure 
of the Bible, is also found in this pas- 
sage. Such phenomena is not found in 
the aprocrypha or an37 other book writ- 
ten by man. 

The revisers have also substituted “young 
woman” for virgin in the important 
prophecy of Isaiah 794, where the proph- 
et speaks of our Lord being born of a 
virgin. This is a clumsy attempt to re- 
move from the Scriptures the revelation 
of the virgin birth, which is a founda- 
tion stone of our faith. 

However, if the reader will bear these 
things in mind, he may receive benefit 
from the New Version, as  an  aid to Bible 
study.

Hev. L. Storms--Chelsea-Bostoii, Mass. :

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WATCH ON THE HHINE 
The watch on the Rhine is far more 

than a catchword in Europe today. As 
pointed out in this column last month, all 
indications are that this is where the Al- 
lies plan to make their first real stand, 
should Russia attack in the next few 
months. A recent news item serves to con- 
firm this view: “United States Army sup- 
ply units in Germany have started a 
westward movement. . .  all detachments 
not directly concerned with combat are  
To be pulled back into France. The big- 
gest United States armored force in Eu- 
rope is deployed along the Rhine, Ger- 
many’s best natural barrier against a 
Russian attack.” 

Constantine Brown, noted foreign news 
analyst, has just stated: “Germany is 
abaut the only country in the West where 
the U.S.S.R. is considered deadly danger- 
ous. The present lull is not accepted as  a 
sign that the Kremlin has decided to halt 
its drive toward the west. 

“Germany is directly on the Red bor- 
clers. If the present thin curtain of Amer- 
ican and British troops were pierced the 
Germans know that their land would be 
trampled by the boots of the Red sol- 
diers. Statements made periodically by 
American and Allied military men, that 
the Rhine is our principal defensive posi- 
tion in the event of a Soviet military ag- 
gression, do not sound encouraging to 
German ears. 

“This means that all the German ter- 
ritory between the Elbe and the Rhine 
would be abandoned as  soon a s  the tens 
of thousands of Allied civilians were safe- 
ly evacuated.” As mentioned last month, 
the Rhine river is destined to become the 
boundary between that part of Europe 
which will be under Russian control, and 
that part which is under the control of 
the Western powers, probably through 
NATO. The hour seems to be almost a t  
hand for a move in Europe which will 
establish the Rhine as this boundary and 
indicate that this is the endtime of this 
dispensation. * * *  

CHURCH CIRCUS 
My attention w y  arrested a few days 

ago by an advertisement appearing on 
the church page of one of the Los An. 
geles papers, inserted by a large Protest- 
ant church. The ad read a s  follows: 
“GOSPEL CIRCUS. One of the biggest lit- 
tle circuses in the world. Big tent with 
three rings of miniature animal action. 
Miniature amusement park, with actual 
electrically operated merry-go-round, fer- 
ris wheel, etc., 8:45 to 9:30 a.m. every 
Sunday. This ad is your free ticket for 
admission.” A spiritual “falling away” 
and a “form of godliness”- in the church 
are revealed as  “signs” of the  last days 
and the return of Christ, (See I1 Thes- 
salonians 2:3, niid I1 Timothy 3:5.) 
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MIGHTY EARTHQUAKE 
An earthquake of historymaking pro- 

portions occurred in November in the 
Sea of Okhotsk off the Siberian mainland. 
I t  was one of the largest earth move- 
ments ever recorded by the University 
of California Seismograph Laboratory a t  
Berkeley. Charles Herrick, assistant uni- 
versity seismologist, rated the tremor “as 
one of the great quakes of history and 
with a higher intensity than the disast- 
rous San Francisco jolt of 1906.” 

As a result of this powerful earthquake 
a thundering 13-foot wall of water struck 
the northwest shore of Oahu in the Ha- 
waiian Islands, 3,500 miles away. This 
tidal wave is reported to have raced 
through the Pacific a t  more than 400 
miles an  hour. 

Earthquakes of great intensity accom- 
panied by “the sea and the waves roar- 
ing,’’ are  mentioned as signs of the last 
days. Luke 21:11, 25. * 8 * 

JEWS IN.ISRAE1, 
A Jewish census just completed, and 

published by the, World Jewish Congress, 
reveals that there are now more than 
1,450,000 Jews settled in Israel. This phe. 
nomenal growth of the new’ State of Is. 
rael is surely a clear-cut‘ fulfillment of 
the many Bible prophecies which speak 
of the regathering of the Jews to their 
own land during the closing days of this 

HEART DISEASE INCREASING 
A steadily climbing death rate indi- 

cates an increase in diseases of the heart 
every year. Now, and each year, more 
people are  reported to be dying of heart 
trouble than any other single disease. 
More than one-half million deaths from 
heart disease in this country are reported 
annually. In Luke 21 :26, Jesus speaks of 
“men’s hearts failing them” in the last 
days. 

ALCOHOLISM IN AMERICA 
A shocking report was recently given 

by Dr. Andrew C. Ivy, vice president of 
the University of Illinois, a t  a meeting of 
the National Committee for the Preven. 
tion of Alcoholism. Our nation annually 
produces some 50,000 new chronic alco- 
holics and 200,000 problem drinkers to 
add to the 1,000,000 chronic alcoholics and 
-7,500,000 problem drinkers already in ex- 
istence, according to Dr. Ivy’s report. 

More than 5,000,000 arrests are made 
for drunkenness in the nation everv year. 
Alcoholics annually lose $585,000,000 in 
wages at the same time that industry 
loses $1,500,000,000 in productivity as a 
result of drinking, he said. 

Every year on the nation’s highways, 
some 20,000 persons are killed and 80,000 
injured as  a direct result of alcohol, the 
report revealed. I believe this staggering 
indictment of the liquor traffic in this 
country is another unmistakable sign of 
the lowered morals and decline in spirit- 
ual life, foretold in I1 Timothy, 3rd chap 
ter, as  a sign of the second coming of 
Christ and approach of the appearance 
of the “man of sin.”
