The results of other
evangelists in these countries, especially
the ministry of T. L. Osborn, confirmed

SECOND -STEP — THE VOICE OF
HEALING MAGAZINE

Shortly before this evangelistic en-
deavor, we had begun publication of THE
VOICE OF HEALING magazine, intend-
ing to use it as a means of publicity for
one of the first men on the field, in this
special visitation. Unfortunately, it was
only a matter of weeks, after the publica-
tion of our first issue, that this brother,
because of overwork, was forced to leave

the field for many months. Nevertheless..

God showed Brother Moore, who nobly
assisted us, and me, that He was going to

raise up many men of faith. Without-

planning it that way, THE VOICE OF
HEALING came to be recognized as “The
Voice of the Present World-Wide Salva-
tion-Healing Revival.” Its policy, deter-
mined from the beginning, was that it
was to be an inter-evangelical publica-
tion, one working with all groups. It was
to be a magazine publicizing the revival
as it spread throughout the whole world.

Jlowship has not always -been easy to

achieve, and patience is required with
those who have not fully learned the
great advantages that result when God's
people work- together.

LITTLE WAY from the village of

Evan’s Mills was a settlement of Ger-
mans, where there was a German church

¢

" with several elders, and a considerable

membership, but no minister and rio regu-
lar religious meetings.

They requested me to go out there and
‘preach. .

The first time I preached I took this
text—Hebrews 12:14—

“thhout holmess no man shall see
the Lord. .

In a very few days it was found that
the whole settlement was under convic-
tion, At their request I appointed a meet-
ing of inquiry, asked them questions, and
encouraged them to ask questions. -

I addressed a tall dignified . looking
woman, and asked her what was the state
of her mind. She replied immediately that
she had given her heart to God; and
went on to say that the Lord had taught
her to read, since she had learned how to
pray.

I asked her what she- meant, :

She said she -never could read, and
never had known her letters but, when
she gave her heart to God, she was great-
ly distressed that she could not read
God’s Word.
‘“that Jesus could teach .me to read; and
I asked ‘Him if He would not please to
teach me to read His Word.” Said she,
“I thought when I had prayed that I
could read. The children had a Testa-
ment, and I went and got it; and I be-
lieved that I would be able to read what
I had heard them read.”

KINGS PROCI.AMATION OF
DAY OF PRAYER ,
RESULTED IN MIRACLE OF DUNKIRK

N MAY 10th, 1940, the Nazi Blitzkrieg
O was launched agamst the Low Coun-
tries. At the end of the second week in
May the French defenses at Sedan and-on
the Meuse were out, and the Nazi Panzers
advanced rapldly through Belgium and
France.

On Monday, May 29, the only port left
to the British, was Dunklrk and it looked
as if Britain was about to face her most
awful defeat in  history. The German
High Command of that date stated, “The
Brmsh Army is encircled, our troops are
proceeding to its annihilation.”

The British Government and people
hoped only to gain some and start afresh.
They did not expect to save more than
some twenty or thirty thousand troops at
the most out of the debacle.

A Day of Prayer had been called by
His Majesty the King, on May 26th; and
God came to the defemse of His people,
controlling the weather!

He caused a storm to descend in the area
around Dunkirk, which saved the weary
iramping armies from Nazi planes; and then
sent a great calm upon the sea, so calm that
coastal yachts were used to lranqporl troop~
from the beaches.

THE DAILY SKETCH, on the morrow,

declared, “Nothing -like it ever happened
before.” On every hand, the word “Mir-
acle” was spoken.

All soldiers and civilians ahke made
mention of the Day of Prayer, and the
two strange weather conditions, the storm
and the great calm, which enabled the
forces to save ten times the number even
the most optimistic had hoped would be
saved. .Even large contingents of allied
personnel were saved from the area.

'BABY HEALED EXACT HOUR
FRIEND PRAYED

T WAS IN 1929. We were stationed
in Inland China, three days strenu-
ous journey over land from Peking,
when an epidemic broke otit among
babies and young children in our dis-
trict. Sixty deaths were recorded in a
short time. It was a certain type -of

croup. My wife — a trained nurse —

had no difficulty in diagnosing the
disease when it struck our first and
then only child, of about one year of
age. Was our baby to go the same
way as those sixty who were already
dead and buried?

With no doctor or medicines closer than

dmiculty, fought for breath, her wind-pipe '

slowly but surely closing. We searched
our hearts, confessing to the Lord what-
ever we felt might be a hindrance, then

. we pleaded for our baby’s life!

- The answer came like a bolt of light-.

nmg In the middle of the night 1 was
carrying the child in my arms, with but
little hope of seeing her pull through,
when she suddenly opened her eyes, the
battle for breath ceased; and she turned
her head and began to sleep normally.
She was completely healed.

Soon after, a gift from a friend made
it possible for us to leave our station for
some weeks of rest and spiritual fellow-
ship at the coast. While there we re-
ceived a letter from an old friend in Nor-
way. She mentioned the exact day and
time, when she was contrained to pray.
As she asked the Lord for guidance, she

heard a definite: “Pray for the Rudolph’s
in China!” Under a heavy burden of pray-
er she seemed to hear the weak cry of a
baby, and prayed earnestly for our child.
Finally, when the burden lifted, she got
up and wrote her letter, which concluded:
“Did anything special happen to you at
the time mentioned? I would like very
much to know.” .

There was a difference of 8 hours be-
tween the lifting of our friend’s burden
and the healing of our child. Eight hours
—that is the diﬁerence between the local
time in China and in Norway! :

We have
viewed first-hand hundreds of natives,
pastors and evangelists, who cannot give
their full time to the ministry, because
they have to work to provide a meager
existence for their families. If they could

“THEY SHALL CAST OUT DEVILS
IN MY \IA\‘IE"' .

‘God has a time for everythmg and for
everyone, if we are willing. I heard of
demons being cast out, but had never seen
it happen.- God began opening up scrip-
tures to me, showing me that there was a
much deeper ministry than laying hands
on the sick and anointing with vil. Some,
like epileptics, did not get healed. Why?
I asked myself. I saw in the great com-
mission of Jesus in-Mark 16:17-18 that the
very first of the five signs that should
follow the preaching of God’s true Word
was “In MY Name (i. e, Jesus) shall they
cast ‘out devils.”

The fifth sign was that behevers should
lay hands on the sick and they would re-
cover. Was this order intentional? I sus-
pected it was. It seemed that thére was a
field of deliveranceé hardly touched upon,
even by many practicing the ministry of
healing.

When Jesus entered the temple after-

his forty days of fasting, the very first
being that greeted him, knowing. His
identity, was a demon! This: “unclean spirit
spoke! He said “Let us alone; what have

- we to do with Thee, Thow Jesus of Naz-

areth?” (Mark 1:24.) This also proved
there was more than one demon inhabit-
ing this poor man. Aithough the Jews did
not recognize the Son of God, the devils
did! They still do, -and we have been
fooled too often! Jesus cast out the de-
mons, and they came out crying with a
loud voice. .

We think of the spirit of divination in
the young girl in. Acts 16:16-18. This de-
mon cried out, using the girl’s vocal or-
gans, and said, “These men are the serv-
ants of the Most High God, which show
unto us the way, of salbatwn"’ Many
would applaud such ‘“discernment’” as be-
ing of the Holy Ghost. The Apostles dis-
cerned by the gift of “discerning of spir-
its” that this was a demon, and after
many days cast it out. |
"Jesus coupled the ministry of healing
the sick and casting out demons together.
(Matt. 4:24; Mark 1:34.) The Evangelist
Philip, who would have been among THE
VOICE OF HEALING men today, also
healed the sick and cast out devils in

The devil then tried to put me off. He
told me that .demons were terribly dan-
gerous. and ought to be left alone. FHow-
ever, I read in the Word of God that
Jesus had given me power to tread on
serpents and scorpions. and over ALL
THE POWER OF THE ENEMY; and
that nothing by any means vsould hurt
me.” (Luke 10:19.) The latter part of this

I STAND BEFORE YOU TONIGHT, at

the end of my evangelizirig journey
through your beautiful country. I have
trled to serve my Blessed lZord and
Saviour, Whether I have succeeded every-
where, I do not know, However, it was
my ardent desire, and the innermost long-
ing of my heart. Mighty gatherings lie
behind us, in which it has been given us
to reach thousands. But God never counts!

‘God does not pay attention to quantity;

He seeks quality only. It is a pity that
people have become estranged from this
realization—the knowledge that the heart
of man is of divine quality. The head, the
intellect have been taken as the measure
of all things. As if a human brain could
take the measure of God! Whosoever
wants to fathom God with his intellect,
wants to have a God the same size as he
is himself. But a God, Who is not greater
than T am myself, cannot help me.

GQD WANTS YOUR HEART

I believe that I have made it clear, in
these few sentences, that we must return
to the heart. That's why God does not
say: “My son, give Me your head, your

. ingenuity,” but “My son, give Me your

heart! And let My ways be pleasant to
thine eyes!” :

With our heart we can come straight
to God. God laughs at our intellect. All
heavenly things have their resembling
counterparts on earth. Parents, what do
you love most in your children? Their
heads or their hearts? Every mocther
longs to possess the heart of her child.
So also does God long for the hearts of
men. But the man, who. learns to follow
after God, learns during the first hour
of divine Instruction that he must alsn

_possess. the heart of God.

NICODEMUS SOUGHT CHRIST
I shall speak tonight about a man who
was gifted with an extraordinarily clear
intellect—Nicodemus. He is described for
us in the third chapter of the Gospel of

‘Johmn. :

There sits a leader of the Israel people,
facing Jesus during the night. Two men
rich in Intellect! Jesus Christ respects
Nicodemus. “Thou art a teacher of Is-
rael!” He was a man who was able to
command people’s respect, and compel
them to follow him. To the Christian
world he is often represented as a cow-
ardly figure. People often speak of a
“Nicodemus-character,” the character of
one who came to Jesus under the cover of

night: not having the courage to come to -

Jesus in the light.of day. I consider this
explanation as radically wrong. He was

the most courageous man one can im-

agine. But, because he was a man of in-
telligence, he chose a time when he was
convinced he could speak with Jesus quiet-
ly. 'He knew that Jesus Christ was sur-
rounded by thousands all day long, and
that the multitude crowded around Him.
After all, he could not push the people
aside, and so clear a road for himself to
Jesus. However, - he desired to get to
Jesus, for he was a courageous figure.
He did riot ask his friends for their opin-
ion. He did not consult his colleagues at
the University of Jerusalem! How do I
know- this? When Jesus had bowed His
head and had given up the ghost, when
Peter as well as John and all the others
had fled, it was Nicodemus who, together
with Joseph of Arimathea, took the cru-
cified and lifeless body of Jesus from the
cross and anointed it. Nicodemus demon-
strated to all Jerusalem that he had
chosen the side of Jesus Christ. The dead
Christ, to him, was of more value than
the living priests of Jerusalem!

He wanted to see Jesus and speak to
Him himself, They told him that Jesus
had turned water into wine, Everyone
was much upset about that! The whole-
sale dealers in wine envisioned the lower-
ing of all their prices. If Jesus were tc
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make a daily practice of this, nobody
would drink water anymore; everybody
would possess the best of wine, and the
wine trade would cease to exist,

EVERY THOUGHT IS RECORDED
IN HEAVEN

Jesus Christ is a very dangerous Per:
son! He knows all thoughts from afar.
Yours, too! And He will tell you one day
what kind of thoughts He has found in
yvour mind. Beware of Jesus! Not a word
will fall on earth for which you will not
have to give account. Not a thought
which will not be recorded in heaven.
One day, this bill will be presented to
you, before the face of Jesus. I can im-
agine that it will be as it is written in the
Book of Revelation when John saw the
angel. “Then I fell at His feet as if dead!”
So it was with Ezekiel, and with others
who have seen an angel. But, sometime
in our life, we shall meet the Lord of the
angels. It will be terrible if we have not
experienced the third chapter of John.
We shall cry out: “Mountains fall upon
us, and hills cover us.” .

NICODEMUS WAS A MAN
OF LOGIC

Nicodemus sat facing the Lord Jesus
Christ. He was a man of logic. I like peo-
ple who can think logically. Nicodemus
was a courteous man. He was an edu-
cated man, He came to Jesus during the
night with a compliment., “Rabbi, WE
KNOW! WE KNOW thou art a teacher
come from God! And the proof of it is
this: no man can do these miracles that
thou doest, except God be with kim.”

Tonight we, too, will digest in our
hearts this rule. A man who does mira-
cles, comes from God. Nobody can do
them unless God is with him! That is
very important!

It was very important for Nicodemus to
know that Jesus Christ was sent from
God. And it was very important to Jesus
that Nicodemus knew: “Unless a man be
born again.” .
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“YE MUST BE BORN AGAIN!"

To be born again means, according to
the original text, to be born from above!
And when a man does not know that he
is born from above, though he be a Doc-

_tor of Theology. he will not see the King--

dom of God.

I want to speak to your heart. It will
not be asked in heaven whether my
preaching was “logical” or not; or wheth-
er my message fits into an accepted
groove. The_ joy of one angel in heaven is
worth more to me than the judgment of

men wno may or may not consider my
words logical. .

What then does it mean to be “born
again#”’ :

If I have an automobile, and if so be
it has to be renewed, that’s just about
what Jesus Christ said to Nicodemus.

Perhaps someone will remark, “How

can you compare an automobile with a

man?” Now the word automobile means
“self-mover,” but an automobile is not a
self-mover, It will ride only when it is
filled with gasoline, and wheh it has a
driver behind the wheel—but you are such
a “self-mover,” an “auto-mobile.” You
move yourself. You were born one day in

Why am | standing here? Thou-
sands of others are better than I
| am a sinner—a special sort of sin-
ner. | know that my sins are washed
through the Blood of Jesus Christ.
And nothing can prevail against that
Blood. Nothing on earth and nothing
in Heaven. If we are washed in the
Blood of Jesus, we are clean in soul’
and body. The body, too! *'For He has
borne our diseases and carried our
sicknesses.”” Now if we believe the
first, the report of our salvation, then
why not believe the second? The
smaller one! That God takes upon
Himself our diseases? o

Can you burn water with a match?
Elijah could do it. And to heal the
sick is much easier than to burn
water! God is calling for strong
figures. The. world belongs to men
and women of courage. With weak-
lings God will not do anything. Elisha
was a prophet of God. Would that
every community had prophets, for
they are the ones who carry God’s
tidings. .

It is a great honor for me to be
permitted to give a testimony here,
too, of my Lord and Saviour. | love
“Jesus Christ fanatically. | live with
Him in that first love, as the Llord
lives with men in first love. And yet,
people do not return that love.

Expect nothing from ‘me. Do not
believe in Zaiss, but in Jesus Christ

. only. It is more important that a man
be saved than that he be healed of
his sickness. Health is secondary,
faith comes first! .

Jesus Christ is risen! He is living
in this hall, foo. It is my heart-felt
desire that each and everyone of my
listeners experience Christ. todqy.
That is much more important than
that sick people be healed. The soul,
first, must be healed, and then Christ
does the other thing. L

The Necessary Vision

- HOW WISE was the prophet of old who

penned these inspired words, “Where
there is no vision, the people perlﬁh” In
keeping a’ vision before men, God has
pressed forth His plan to all generatlons
gone by. By catching the visiontoday, we,
_tod, shall see God’'s perfect plan wrought
in our midst. But it takes the vision in-
spired by the Spirit of God. If we fail to
catch the vision, we shall perish.

VISION OF OLD TESTAMENT SAINTS

If Enoch had had no vision, there would-

have been no walk with- God. It took a
vision for Noah to build the ark. Had

" there been no vision, Moses could never

have seen the Red Sea open, or Canaan’s
land come into view. Isaiah beheld the
vision of a wounded Saviour and Redeem-
er. Daniel's vision' was so clear that it

. stood stronger than hungry lions in the
“den. Yet we might feel justified in plac-

ing the Old Testament vision in the realm

. of days gone by; leaving ourselves with

no foresight from God. However, there is
another vision we must consider, lest we
perish in our need.

EZEKIEL'S VISION

Ezekiel 37:1-10 tells of a man “carried
out in the Spirit” to see with eyes he had
not seen with before. Ezekiel’s vision of
the valley of dry bones has been one
greatly misunderstood. It has been .mis-
used as a rod to chasten people of today
who are believed to be dead and very dry.
The truth of the matter is that Ezekiel

had no-furious, wrath filled, spirit as he
preached to the bones.

What must have been his thoughts as
he walked u;iland down the valley amidst
the bones? He was in communion with
God. He had deep heartfelt compassion.
When he looked upon, the bones, he saw

_more than something to storm against. He

saw lives that had fallen, people that had
been wounded, and many "that had thirsted
and cried in desperate need. Each stack of
bones represented to him souls; souls that
had been in a valley of despalr It had
taken the Spirit to open his eyes to such
a vision. Never before had he seen as he
now saw: Had it not been for-his spiritual

vision he would have staggered-under the :

question of God. “Son of man, cun these
bones live?” But again, he shows his de-
pendence - upon the ‘supernatural as he
answered, “Oh Lord, thow knowest!”

'THERE IS NO FRUIT—WITHOUT
' SPIRITUAL VISION!

The possibility of the valley of dry
bones coming to life is a laughing stock
for those who have no spiritual vision.
What jesting and mockery is handed to-
ward an Ezekiel of any age who dares to
preach to the valley of dry hones. Yet if

. Ezekiel's message could bear no fruit in

that day. neither could the preaching of
the Word bear fruit in this day.

When the “dry bones preacher” deliv-
ered his discourse from heaven, a mighty
rustling took place and the bones began

\
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to move. No doubt. Ezekiel's fervor began
to rise as he saw the broken members of

shattered lives begin to knit themselves .

together. As bone began to move to bone,
he beheld that which had been destroyed,
and witnessed a restoration. Lives were
taking new form. The broken were being
mended, and God was weaving together
again the shattered fragments of His
chosen people.

Following the reunion of the bones, the
sinews were laid upon them. The sinews

‘were to make the bones react, and to

bring feeling. Along with the sinews came
the flesh to mark fatness-and health..Cov-
ering the flesh was to-be the skin which
was the outer protection, Last, and most
important of all, was to come breath that
would show the very essence of life. This
breath was to bring power in order that
the restored bones. and the accumulated
flesh might be able to rise, and. not.only
rise, but march as a mighty army.

THROUGH RENEWED VISION—A
- SPIRITUAL ARMY IS RAISED

While we recognize the raising of the
dry bones to be the restoratiori of Israel,
we also recognize that the Church today
is spiritual Israel. With a spiritual vision
equal to that of Ezekiel’'s, we are able to
look into the valleys of human life and
behold again that many have fallen, many
are afflicted, and many are-dying in need.
Again the Spirit of God séems to question
our modern hearts, “Is there hope that
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these also shall live? Is there hope that

© out of an age of apostusy and great fall-

ing away, there shall be a raising up and
reviving ?” And again we must answer
with Ezekiel, “Oh Lord, thou knowest.”
If we, like Ezekiel, are ready to lean upon
the arms of God- and: follow Fis Word,
without faltering, we shall again secc the
bringing together of the b-oken, the heal-
ing of the wounded, and the ralsm0 of a
great spiritual army.

What marvelous grace wo have beheld
in display before our very eyes to see the
Hand of God move amid the many broken
lives, restoring lost souls and putting back
together the broken fragments of lives
that have been. strewn by the roadside.
When sin takes. its toll and leaves lives
scattered and dispersed like the bones in
the valley, it is only the Hand of God that
can gather the bioken pieces and weave
a life back to happiness, The bone struc-
ture of a worthwhile life is basically com-
posed of purity, peace, honesty, and vir-
tue. But, alas, sin will scatter these amid
the dust and rubble of a tempest tossed
world. The same hand that moved upon
Ezekiel’s boneyard is still moving to bring
together the lost elements for happy lives
today. 1t takes the nail.scarred hand of
our redeeming Christ to gather together
a life, broken by sin, and knit back bone
to bone purity,. peace, honesty, and virtue.
But .more than.just gathering the broken
pieces is done by our Lord after the basic
structure is set in order. He lays upon
the believer the sinews that cause men-
to have sensitive feeling and resporisive
reactions to the Spirit. The sinews cause
us to feel the presence of God. They cause
us to react to the moving of-the Spirit
and the preaching .of ‘the Word. They
make us sensitive to Divine Presence and
cause a ready response. He further adds
the spiritual fatness to feed the hungry
inner man and robes with the fullness of
His power. )

But, in addition to the mighty work of
the Spirit of God to restore lost souls,
there is. also a mighty move amid God's
people for. a restoration of things that
have been lost in the battle of the ages.
Many of God’s people must honestly con-
fess that they once possessed certain at-
tributes” of a” strong spiritual ‘life.. But
piece by piece, or bone by bone, they have
been sacrificed along the way.

PRAYER MUST BE RESTORED
The Spirit is seeking to restore again-to
our ranks PRAYER. This powerful in-

strument of spiritual warfare has, in all
too many cases, become stale and lifeless.
We have been tricked into believing that
we do not have time to entertain this
stalwart member of the church. But, as
the Spirit.opens our eyes, we see that this
bone is moving into place for the advan-
cing believer, Hear the modern Ezekiel

cry, “Oh,.you that have been wounded in’

the valley, let prayer be restored.”
TESTIMONY MUST BE RESTORED -

- TESTIMONY, the most effective means
of spreading the gospel yet to be used by
Chr lstlamty, has been sacrificed. The fast-
est growing Church ever organized grew
by leaps and bounds, because its entne
membershlp became “witnesses in Jerusa-
lem, Judea, Samaria and the uttermost
parts of the earth.” Throughout every
community, to all we come in contact
with, let our testimony ring out for Jesus.
Amid the battle, if. testimony has heen
lfost, let it now be restored to its proper
place, as the Spirit inspires our hearts,

FORGIVENESS MUST BE RLSTORL

FORGIVENESS may have been lost in
the battle, when a hurt was inflicted and
a wound resulted, but God would have
come to each of us again the kind of un-
derstanding that forgiveness brings, that
we might bear one another’s burdem and
shortcomings. .

LOVE MUST PREVAIL!

The restoration of LOVE for lost souls
and the JOY that-we will share in seeing
others born into the Kingdom are other
bones that will move into place. Upon
these bones shall God place- spiritual
sinews that will cause us to feel His near-
ness ‘and respond wnth our pralse and our
labor of love.

GOD IMPARTS LIFE AND PO\VER-

i THROUGH HIS SPIRIT

Last comes that, most important of all,
the breath of life, 'and power! God in the
heginning breathéd upon man and he be-
came a living soul. The breath of God’s
Spirit upon: men in our age again imparts

. life and power from on high. Ezekiel was

admonished to prophesy to the four winds
and; out of the winds that blew, came the
very Breath of God that ralsed those up,
who had been slain, to be a mighty army.
It is significant to note, on the day of
Pentecost when they were all with one
mind "and- one accord, that again the
Breath of God came upon them.out of the
rushing mighty wind. In this dispensation

of the Holy Spirit, we are privileged to
enjoy the winds that bring the Breath of
God fresh to our souls. - .

THE HOLY SPIRIT GIVES POWER |

The mighty. Baptism of the Holy Spirit
raised the initial one hundred and twenty
followers of Christ up to be a marching
army that went everywhere, witnessing
the power of God.

IS IT WAR?

N RECENT WEEKS the world has
been stirred by the possibility of peace

in Korea. Is this hope based on facts? Is
there a chance that our soldier boys will
soon be coming home? Or is it another
mirage which will turn out to mock the
hopes of men? Do the Communists real-
ly want peace, or is their holding forth
the olive branch merely a blind to con-

ceal sinister plans to bring fresh sorrows:

upon the human race? If somekind of a
truce really came, would it last? What

" then is the significance of these recent

events in the light of prophecy?

We believe that part of this question.

can be answered with a positiveness that

- cannot be contradicted. Communism does

not want peace short of world domina-
tion. Statesmen are, at last, beginning
to be convinced of this though, had they
-considered their Bibles, they would have
been forewarned in time to have pre-
vented the ridiculous and tragic mistakes
that they have made.

When Communism was coming into

-power, it promised its own people great

things. Once, however, it got into the
saddle, it broke its promises and ruthless-
ly murdered tens of millions of its pop-
ulation in bloody massacres. Only those,
who bowed to the iron will of the “Mas-
ter” in the Kremlin, were allowed to sur-
vive, :
WHAT IS MOSCOW’S RECORD
OF PEACE?

When Communism made a treaty with
Hitler, it made it under the guise of en-
couraging world peace but, as soon as
Hitler invaded Poland, precipitating
World War II, Russia entered also, gob-
bling her- share of the spoils. Then she
overran the Baltic states and, still later,

iinvaded Finland.

Russia, later, caught in the storm of
the Nazi blitzkrieg; was saved by eighteen

billion dollars of lend-lcase sent her by

the United States.

with America. Within a few months after
the war was over and the U. S. had de-
moblized, Russia calmly broke every

_promisc, and, by intrigue and 5th column

agents, overran onc FEuropean nation
after another, finally inciting the Korean
War. . '

Trailing to achieve victory in Korea,
the Chinese Communists, being in desper-
ate straits, called for a truce. This gave
them time to rebuild their defenses. Amer-
ica learned in time that the truce was only
a blind. Now, once more, the Com-
munists call for a truce talk. Is it real?
America would be naive indeed to be-
lieve that their avowed purposes are sin-
cere,

Nevertheless there are possibilities
which could develop that may once more
confuse the situation and get the peoples
of the free world to be deceived by Rus-
sia’s intentions. For one thing, the Com-
munists may be glad to end the war in
Korea, so they can attack elsewhere in
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full force, such as in Indo-China. Recent
reports indicate’ that -they are attacking
in great strength there. With the center
of the war theater transferred to Indo-
China, America would have to declare a
new war in Asia.

But supposing the Communists should
go along with United Nations demands,
and a semblance of peace comes to the
Orient? What then? The Bible clearly
tells us that it would be. a false peace.
Rosh or Russia, will sweep down into
the Holy Land sooner or later. This is
the clear teaching which Bible students
are almost unanimously agreed on, from
the prophec1es of Ezekiel 38

WHEN THEY SHALL SAY
PEACE AND SAFETY

It is interesting to note that our Lord
compares the time of the end to the days
of Sodom. “Likewise also as it was in the
days of Lot. . .. Even thus shall it be in
the day when the Son of man is revealed ”
(Luke 17:28-30) -

Sodom had gone through a terrlble war
when Tidal, king of nations, and other
kings came down, and took the entire
population captive. The. people were
spared, however, because Abraham, the
man of faith, with his men, defeated the
invaders, and rescued his nephew, Lot,
and, ‘at the same time, liberated the peo-
ple of Sodom, so they could return to
their city. Then followed a period of
peace and prosperity.. (Ezek. 16:49) The
people of "Sodom planted and builded,
they bought and sold, and had general
prosperity. But, it was a false prosperity.
Warned by Lot that judgment was com-
ing, his son-in-law looked upon him “as
one that mocked.” (Gen. 19:14) The in-
habitants were taken utterly by surprise
as Divine judgment fell upon the cities
of. the plains.

It would certainly be in harmony with
revealed prophecy, if a false peace came.

It is believed by mariy Bible scholars, in-
‘relation to the prophecies of Dan. 9,

that the Beast power of thé end time
shall make a covenant or treaty which he
shall break. In other words, the DBeast
power will make: treaties and promise
peace, to gain its end, and then—at an
unexpected moment—{urn against its
trustmg neighbors. This is clearly indi-
cated in' Daniel 8:25. Here the last great
Gentile power in existence during this
age—for it'is the power which will be
destroyed by Christ—shall, “cause craft
to prosper” and “by peace shall destroy
many.’

Let us quote this scripture more- full\
as found in Daniel 8:23-25—

““And in the latter time of their
kingdom, when the transgressors are
come to the full, a king of fierce
countenance, and understanding dark
sentences, shall stand up.
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“And his power shall be mighty,
but not by his own power: and he
shall destroy wonderfully, and shall
prosper, end practice, and shall des-
troy the mighty and the holy people.

“And through his policy also he
shall cause craft to prosper in his
hand; and he shall magnify himself
in his heart, and by pecace shall
destroy many:-he shall also stand up
against the Prince of princes; but

“he shall be broken without hand.”

If this scripture does not speak of
Communism, it certainly comes close to
its description. The whole theory of
Communism revolves around the sup-
position that it will secure greater profits
for the masses through socialization of
industry—thus -causing “creft to pros-
per”” Communism has gained its foot-
hold by pretending that its slave state
economic system will bring wealth for
everybody. By “peace” the Beast of the

end time will destroy many. False over-

tures of peace have long been the gen-
eral tactics of the men in the Kremlin.
They talk peace for the purpose of lulling
the nations into a sense of false security.
Actually, the men behind the Iron Cur-
tain have no. other goal in mmd but world
dominion.

One  of the four. horsemen of the
Apocalypse rides a red horse. RED. IS
THE COLOR OF COMMUNISM. The
purpose of the red horse is to take peace
from the earth (Rev. 6:4)-—

“And there went out another horse
" that was red: and power wos. given
to him that sat thereon to take peace

- from the earth.”

Not long ago, General MacArthur de-
livered his soul, in a warning, concerning
the fearful menace of Communism. Mac-
Arthur, so far as we know, makés no
claims of being a prophet; but, being
familiar with the situation in the East
as few men are, his words of warning
should be’taken seriously and listened to,
in this moment when the prospect of
peace is being alluringly dangled before
the world by the Communists.

The apostle Paul, speaking of “the Day
of the Lord,” points-out specifically that,
in the final days of world crisis, there
“peace and safety
just before “sudden destruction comes
upon theworld.” I Thessalonions 5:2-4—

“For wyourselves know perfectly
that the day of the Lord so cometh

IS THERE THEN NO PEACE?

Thank God, there is, but only when
the Prince of Peace comes. Why can
there be no permanent peace now?
Isaiah in chapter 48, werse 22, says,
“There is no peace, saith the Lord, unto
the wicked” TUnless America . repents,
judgment must come upon hcr as well
as the rest of the world.

Today there are false prophcts of -

peace. One is reminded of Hananiah, the
false prophet of peace who lived in the
days of - ]eremiah who prophesied that,
in two years, the captives in Babylon
would. be brought back to Jerusalem. The
prophet Jeremiah gave forth the true
Word of God and told him that, as-a

result of his false propheciés, he "would-

forfeit his life. “This year thou shalt dic”

(Jer. 28:16). And that year Hananiah

died. The nation Judah continued in cap-
tivity for seventy years.

Thank God there is peace to thosc who
seek the true peace, which comes from
Christ. Repentance and faith in Jesus

brings peace to the heart of men. Only

He can give that true peace. When Christ
rules within the heart of men, then He
may indeed rule over the earth. Those
who will not have Him rule, shall be
taken. off the face of thes earth. To those
who choose to serve Him, there will
usher in the glad day of the Millennium
—the earth’s sabbath rest, when God
says, in Isaiah 66:12—“Behold I will ex-

tend peace to her like a river, and the

glory of the. Gentiles l1ke o flowmg
stream!”
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OT LONG AGO a church in Glas-
gow, Scotland, became stirred
.up about evangelizing its own local-
ity. Under the leadership of a zeal-

- ous pastor, who was not afraid to
try new methods, it succeeded be-
yond its own expectations, and quite
a large addition was made to the
regular congregations.. But the in-
side life of the church was so .un-
familiar. to the new converts that
they felt awkward and strange, with
the result that gradually they drift-

_ed back into the world. It was a dis-
appointing eéxperience that is lead-
ing to much heart-searching. We are

" having many exhortations to pray
for Revival. Do we think - through
far enough to prepare for conserv-

. ing the results of Revival?

* In Ministers’ Conferences we talk
about “The Problem of Assimila-
tion.” It seems rather tragic that
we should-hear the question asked—
“What do you DO with people when

- you get them into the church?” Per-
haps the question is not so acute in
America. I am writing from a Brit-
ish angle. But the problem of hold-
ing converts won in campaigns and
rev1vals is universal. Much has been
said and. written on thé matter. It
occurs to me, at the moment, to look
at it from two sides.

FIRST: the failure of -the
Churches Is it not a fact that, many
of our local assemblies have become
merely religious clubs, often special-

"ists at that, where like-minded peo-
ple meet.to enjoy their mutual inter-
est in their special brand of reli-
gion? We like to call it “fellowship”
—but fellowship with whom? If we
concede that on - the highest level
there may be nothing wrong in re-

. garding an assembly as a kind of
" club, yet we must admit that often
the. concept is not maintained at
such ‘a level. We become only a
clique. Our own church enshrines
for us our own particular denomina-
tional ideas of how Christian wor-
