Assemblies. All of them agree that
Christians, and even Spirit-filled be- -
lievers, can be severely oppressed by .

evil spirits. Many have told me of
their experiences in deliverance.

'POSSESSION AND OPPRESSION

There is a vital distinction between be-
ing possessed. by evil spirits and oppress-
ed by them. When a person is “possessed,”
it means that he loses control of himself
and the cvil spirit has full or partial
control.

Have we not met Chrlstlans who habit-
ually lose their temper? This can be the

"work-of an evil spirit. Thank God, they

can be set free by -deliverance!

Have we not seen Christians who are
“bound” by the smoking habit? Some of
these have been filled -with the Holy
Spirit and lost the victory. Praise God,
they can be set. free. Christians can also
be bound by fear, jealousy, envy, hate,
unforgiveness, resentment, and a hun-
dred other things, but none of these
can resist the ministry of deliverance in

the power of the Spirit.

SISTER FREE FROM LYING

Last year in Australia I saw -a sister
set free from a lying spirit. This woman
had received the gift of the Holy Spirit
several years before, but was backsliding
because of a defeated life. When she con-
fessed to lying, she was prayed for and
completely sei free.

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DELIVERANCE FROM OPPRESSION

Oppression is different {rom' possession
masmuch as the sufferer is not controlled,
in this case, but is vexed and disturbed.

When Spmt -filled believers allow their
health to run down, or are weak after a
big battle with the enemy, they are prone
to severe attacks of oppression. This
leaves them defeated, gloomy, despondent,
downcast, discouraged.and weak. Pastors
and evangelists are well acquainted with
this experience! Sometimes this condition
can last for weeks or months. The longer
it lasts, the harder is the battle for de-
liverance and healing. However, there is
victory for all! Here it is, from Acts
10:38—

“God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Ghost and with power: who
went about doing good, and healing all
that were oppressed of the devil; for God
was with him.”

How many pastms evangelists, teach-
ers, and ministers are there today who
need deliverance from oppression!

I had a remarkable experience along

these lines myself last year. I had been
through severe times of testing, ill-health,
and was seeking God for a deeper ex-
perience in holme%s and sanctification.
Scores of things in my life which had op-
pressed me were brought to my mind
and then' I was completely released. 1
had a marvelous physical experience of
release and was able to name many of
them. They oppress me no more!
" God brought lo light and set me free
from some sins of which I was not con-
scious. Among these was spiritual pride.
It was one of the few times in my life
when God spoke to.me and I heard His
Blessed -Voice.
How many spiritual leaders today neced
to be cleansed from spiritual pride!
Thank God the ministry of deliverance
today is not for only the sinner. It is for
the spirit-filled believer, the pastor, the
evangelist, the elder, the deacon, and all
who are “oppressed of the devil.”” Many
who oppose this message are the ones
who need deliverance most of all!

One cannot but be deeply moved on re-
ceiving such letters. I. am certain that al-
ready the writer has been Tichly blessed
by the God of all grace, and who can tell
how far this may extend? Incidents like
this commence Revivals. It blessed and
humbled me also as I wrote and asked for
forgiveness for an offence committed all
unwittingly. ‘One can be sincerely sorry
for the most umntcntlonal wound given to
others.

“In many things we offend all,” or, “We
all make many a slip” as Moffatt {rans-
lates James 3:2. We preachers are -of all’
men most to be pitied in this matter. It
is battle enough for our souls that we
have to contend w1th our common human

ble burden of us preachers is that so
often our hearers misunderstand us and

For us it comes
with special force that “If any man of-
fend not in word the same is a perfect
man.” Can such ever be a preacher?

* The receiving of such a frank confes-
sion, e1ther written or spoken, always
arouses in my mind an uncomfortable
query as to how many more people there
are -walking around whom I have of-
fended, and they have NOT told me about
the matter One fears that if our ministry
has been at all wide it 'may be more than
we care to imagine. Where they have gen-

uinely forgiven the slip the matter can:

profitably be' forgotten, but so often per-
sonal attitude and relationship will al-
ways remain impaired unless there has
been frank -speaking. In many cases the
animosity lingers and sinks ever deeper
until, to quote my correspondent’s words,

The Psalmist in an ecstasy of praise
“exclaims: “Bless the Lord, O my soul,

and forget not all His. benefits:
* Who forgiveth all thine tiquities; who
healeth all thy diseases.” (Psalm- 103:-
2,3)

There go our sins and our sickness.-

The prophet Isaiah looks down the
vista of time, through the prophetic tele-
scope and sces Jesus hanging on the
cross, and declares, “ (Jesus) was
wounded for our. transgressions, Fle was
bruised for our iniquities; the chastise-
ment of our peace was wpon Him, and
with His stripes wé arc healed.” (T<mah
53:5.) This prophecy of Isaiah is ex-
plained in the New Testament:
Jesus was come into Peter’s house, He
saw his wife's mother /md and sick of
a fever. ’

And He tozu/zed her hand, and the fe-
wver left her: and she arose and minis-
tered unto them . . . and He healed all
that were sick: :

That it might be fulfilled which was
spokan by Isaiah- the Prophet, saying.
Hiumself took: our infirmities, and barc
our sicknesses”” (Matthew 8:15-17.)
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“Who (Cbr;'st)' went
‘about doz'ng' good, and

healing all that were
oppressed- of the devil;
for God was with

Pray for them
in My Name; if they will believe and ac-
cept it, the fire will leave your hands and
go into their bodies and drive out the af-

fliction or sickness. When the fire leaves

your hands and goes into the body, you
know they are healed.” I fell at His feet
and cried out in tears, “Lord don’t send
me; send somebody else. Please, don’t
send me. Just give me a little church to
pastor, but don’t send me; I'd rather not
go, Lord, I've heard so many of our own
ministers and folks criticize those ‘who
pray for the sick. Lord, just give me a
common-place ministry.” :

THE LORD’'S REBUKE

"Jesus rebuked me and said, “I'll go with
you and stand by your side -as you pray
for the sick; and many times you will see
Me. Occasionally I will open the eyes of
someone in the audience and they will
say, ‘Why I saw Jesus standing by that
man as He prayed for the sick.” I said,
“All right, Lord, I'll go if You'll go with
me’ I'll do my best and be as faithful as I
know how.” There came a love that I had
never known into my heart for those who
criticize this type of ministry. I said,
“Lord, I'll pray for them, for they don't
know, or they would not say the  things
they do. Lord, I've said similar things, but
L didn’t realize nor see’as I do now, and
neither do they. Forgive them Lord.”

Then He said, “Go thy way, My son;
fulfill thy ministry and be thou faithful
for the time is short.” As I walked away
from the throne of God, Jesus said just
another word or so—“Be sure to give Me
all the praise and glory for all that is
done, and be careful about money. Many
of My servanis whom I have anointed for
this type of ministry have become money-
minded and have lost the anointing and
ministry I gave them. There are many
who would pay much to be delivered.
Many parents in the-world have children
whose little bodies are twisted and they
would give thousands of dollars for their
healings. Many of them shall be delivered
as you lay your hands on them, but you
must not accept a charge for your minis-
try. Accept offerings as you have been
doing. You must go your way; be faithful,
for the time is short.” Jesus then journey-
ed with me back to the earth, and I real-
ized that I still lay on my face on the

floor. He talked with me there a moment .

and then disappeared. )
My hands burned for three days just

like I had a coal of fire in them. Now,

when I wait upon Him in prayer and fast-
ing, the same anointing comes upon me
again. o ’

Words would fail me to express her
feeling but every time I read of Hannah
in the Old Testament, I re-live her ex-
perience; For mother did just as Han-
nah of old, With the doctor’s statement
ringing .in her ears, she went to church
and prayed. There she vowed to God that
if He gave her a boy, she would give him
back to the Lord as a minister for His
glory. Some say that miracles do not
happen today. However, I am a living
miracle that refutes that teaching and
shows that miracles do happen today.

WHEN FIVE YEARS OLD
MY LIFE WAS DESPAIRED OF

At the age of about four or five, I took
ill and everyone despaired of my life. The
fever raged and I moaned and cried day
and night. Every cry left a new scar on
the heart of my mother, My parents be-
gan to seek the best medical help for
me. There were three doctors that exam-
ined me within a period of a few hours.
But one after the other had the same
thing to say, “No hope. Your boy can-
not live ‘any longer than twenty-four
hours.” Once again my folks faced the
impossible. It was Sunday and I was get-
ting worse and my life was slowly ebbing
away. Frantically mother tried to-call an-
other doctor, but one after the other was
out, or busy. Those that were there pre-
viously, only reminded her that it was
no use. What could she do?

HEALED BY THE GREAT PHYSICIAN

In desperation, she wrapped me up in
a blanket and said, “If no one will come
here, I will go to them.” She started out
on foot, with a fever-ridden child in her
arms, and a broken heart in her bosom.
All offices were closed and no one would
give her an audience, Still seeking, she
looked up and saw a church, and remem-
bered that this was the very place in
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which she made her covenant with Him.
Also that I was a gift of God and an
answer to her prayers. He gave me to
her, and now she had brought me back.
It was up to Him. He was her child’s last

hope. If God would not undertake -then’

this was the end. She would rather have
me die in a church than in a doctor’s
office, so she entered to pray. When she
finished praying, she came over to where
I was and noticed that her boy was smil-
ing again. Wrapping me up, she carried
me back home, confident that the impos-
sible had happened again, I am a living
proof of that.

MY BODY ATTACKED AGAIN—
PARALYZED FROM WAIST DOWN

Bear with me as I recount another in-
cident out of my life for the glory of God.
Once again I found myself bedridden and,
as a result of this new attack upon my
body, I lost the use of my legs. Yes, I
was paralyzed from the waist down, Ev-
ery time I looked into the face of my par-
ents, I could see their expression as they
were asking themselves the same ques-
tion over and over again, “Will our boy
ever walk again?” This was another im-
possibility, I know what it is to look out
of the window and see other children
playing ball or tag, to see them running,
hiding, or climbing a tree, and there I

was, upon my cot, helpless, Many a hot "

tear found its way down my cheek. Life
can seem cruel and fate a tryant, during
such an experience, As clouds at times
rob the sun of its glory so also the glory
of God is hidden by tear-bedimmed eyes.
But we know that in spite of the clouds,
the sun is shining and the heart full of
faith knows that in spite of pain and

tears, there is a God on the throne Who‘

sees all and loves all.

So once again, faith conquered and
there was the happy day when I took my
first few steps. Only a few you say. Well,
ves, a few, but they were the promise
of more to come. My father often urged
me, in later days, when he saw me playing
ball, to take it easy. How could I take it
easy? Ha, I had to make up for lost
time, Can you stop a man who has been
blind and tell him not to look at the
flowers so much; or-a man who was deaf
not to listen to the birds? So, I had to
run, and run I did.

ENTERED THE MINISTRY—
BUT DENIED MIRACLES

One would think that a man with these
experiences would surely be a firm be-
liever in miracles and also Divine heal-
ing. But that was not so, You see, I be-
came the minister that mother wanted,
but, during my training at the seminary,
rationalism crept in. Oh, yes, miracles
were in the Bible, but these things did not
happen today. I began to think that these
things were an exception and not a rule. .
Years later, in the ministry, I found my-
self a physical wreck, my nerves shat-
tered by a break-down, sinus, ulcers, weak .
eyes, and ‘a ‘hernia. Surely there was no-
healing now, for I was a minister and,
if anyone should be healed, I deserved
to be, This was my theology.

WHEN I REPENTED—A HEALING
MINISTRY WAS GIVEN ME

Then reports began to trickle in, T
heard of William Branham and Gordon

+Lindsay. I met people who were healed

through their prayers. Secretly I began
to fast and pray. I repented before God.

‘Then I decided to launch a healing cam-

paign in my own church. Many.told me
that it ‘would not work. People would
not go for it in our section, However, we
launched out in our first healing revival.
Our church saw the greatest revival in
all of its history. My people were healed.
I was healed of all my troubles, I realized
that truly “Bible Days are here again.”
The miracle-working God of my youth be-
came the God of this minister once
again. Now the rocks and stones were
transformed into monuments of God’s
grace and healing power testifying to all,
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as in the Bible times, that “Hitherto hath
the Lord helped me.” As I write this, I
am thrilled beyond words. Think of it;
it happened to me.

Immediately after this visitation, God
began to deal with me about launchmg
out in a healing ministry. I accepted my
first such meeting about three years ago
in New York City. The prophet’'s mantle
touched me and I followed him across Jor-
dan's River. Now the question was,
“Would I be able to come back the way
I came?” (II Kings 2:9-14).

ASKED GOD FOR EASY CASES—

I asked the Lord to give me some easy
cases when my first prayer line was
formed. I wanted to try this mantle on
a “pond,” rather than a “river” such as
Jordan. I am so thankful that God did not
answer my prayer! When I looked up at

the people, who had come for prayer that. -

they might be healed, the first man I
saw in line was the hardest case in the
building. He was a big man, suffering
from partial paralysis from his ‘waist
down. Not able to kneel nor walk in
some time, he was e¢xpecting God to
heal him. Here I was face to face with
Jordan itself, ITow this crippled man was
able to be‘first in line; I will never know.

“JORDAN” CONQUERED—GOD
HEALS THROUGH ME

Placing my hands on this: man, I’

bound that spirit in Jesus’ Name and felt
the healing virtue flowing into his -body.

“Testing his legs, he found he could bend

them. The Spirit' of God uttered through
me a command . for him to run. What a
thrill to see that man running up and

down the aisle with hands upraised, giv--

ing God the glory. Jordan had been.con-
quered, Thanks be to God!

Thank God for this ministry of deliv-
erance. I am happier now than I have
been in all of my ministry. My joy is not
founded only on the fact that it has
meant-so much to me personally but be-
cause I have seen what it can do for
others. In the past three years, I have
seen more people converted and brought
to God than in all of the past 13 years that
I ministered. Previously I wondered but I

DELIVERANCE AND '
SANCTIFICATION

There is a close link between these
two. While it is not claimed that deliver-
ance is sanctification, nevertheless it is
one of the channels Whlch God is using
today. The believer who has been possess-
ed or oppressed in the past can now live
a life of victory rather than defeat. He
has been set free from things whlch
bound him or oppressed him.

In some quarters the impression has

been given that once you received the Gift
of the Holy Spirit, it was the end of the

road and you were now qualified for
heaven. However, in many cases it has
been found that it is the beginning of
the road.

Many spirit-filled believers have had a
difficult childhood. Parents were cruel,
conditions were hard, handicaps became
real and complexes crept in. :

The psychologist and psychiatrist know
these conditions and do their utmost to
vemedy them. However, they have their

limitations because their ministry is .not -

necessarily in the name.of Jesus.

The ministry of deliverance meets the
need as no other can. Where such needs
are apparent, there are -several steps
which have been found very helpful.

1. Confess the fault, sin, oppression,
weakness, or whatever it may be that
hinders.

2. Plead the blood of Jesus and the
power of His Name,

3. Tell it.to go from you in. the Name
of Jesus and oppress you no more.

- 4. Stay there until. it is gone.
In some cases there is a physical mani-
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festatlon If the person is fully surrender-
ed, there may be none, but there will be

‘a great sense of release and relief. Very

often when the spirit is set Iree, there
is immediately joy in the spmt holy
laughter, and tongues of praise, worship
and adoration. .

How many Christians today are battl-
ing over something in their lives for
sanctification when the ministry of de-
liverance would give them victory!

There is no hindrance, weakness. sin.
fault, oppression, complex, or setback
which can resist the ministry of deliver-

“ ance today. Praise God for this mighty

weapon which can be in the hands of
every spirit-filled believer. Hallelujah.

This may well be the last revival be-
fore. Jesus comes. Let Satan be over-
thrown, every evil spirit cast out, and
obtain full victory in the Name of Jesus.

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N RECENT MONTEHS there has been
a phenomenal increase in destructive
tornadoes which have taken the lives of
hundreds of people, destroyed hundreds
of millions of dollars worth of property,
and brought terror and tragedy to whole
communities. The big question is now be-
ing raised as to what is the cause of this
unusual rise in the incidence of these
storms. Is there a prophetic significance
in these great disturbomces of the earth’s
atmosphere? We believe that there is an
answer to these questions. In this article
we shall toke note of certain facts re-
vealed by the Scriptures which we believe
throw some light on this matter.
THIS YEAR’S DEATHS FROM
CYCLONES NUMEROUS
With the exception of the year 1925,

more people have died this year from

cyclones than in any year in history; and
we have yet to go through the autumn
season! The destructive tornado has so
far affected no less than 30 states. So
great has been the destruction in Texas,
Ohio, and Michigan, that some of their
large cities have been declared disaster
areas,

At Waco, Texas, only a short distance
irom THE VOICE OF HEALING of-
fice, a cyclone leveled buildings as high as
six stories, This was the first time in his-
tory o tornado had struck the center of
the business district of a large city.

Two years ago, while our offices were
yet in Shreveport, Louisiana, a tornado
of great intensity passed a mile or two
south of our location. Because the section
traversed was just outside the  thickly
settled area, loss of life was not so great.
Certainly the storm passed too close for
comfort. One can only imagine the hor-
ror that comes to those who have been
caught in the path of these whirling hor-
rors. Perhaps the greatest domage which
occurred this year was in Flint, Michigen,
where the path of the tormado left a
destruction worse than war. Here the
storm cut o destructive swath 1,000 feet
wide and five miles long!

THE WHIRLING HORROR
STRIKES TERROR!

I know something of the terror of
the cyclone. Some years ago in Central
Texas, on a spring afternoon, we locked
up at the sky and suddenly recognized,

HE LIGHT OF

in the distance, the whirling horror, a
tornado. The rolling clouds were to the
Southwest—just the direction from which
a cyclone comes, At that moment the ad-
vance wind struck and we saw large ob-
jects being torn from their moorings ond
go flying past us af terrific speed. 1 was
just a lad at that time and I, as well as my
companions, were not a little frightened.
Instinctively we jumped into our car and
headed down the highway away from the
direction of the whirling clouds. Behind
us, in the distance, a building blew down.
Despite our speed, debris was flying past
us on either side. Road signs had blown
loose and were flying through the air.
As we drove on, gradually the ominous
roar of the storm faded; but the cyclone
moving on erratically left death and de-
struction over a wide area. We were un-
harmed, but we shall never forget the
experience of those few moments.
HAVE THE ATOMIC TESTS
CAUSED CYCLONES?

What is the cause of these disasters
which have increased  this year to such
unprecedented numbers? The fact is that
some of the nation’s top scientists, though
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-and the tornadoes.
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loathe to discuss it i public, have in-
timated thif there is a definite connection
between the atomic bomb tests and the
unprecedented wave of tormadoes that
have swept the nation. Drew DPearson
whose daily articles are syndicated in
hundreds of newspapers, quoies a top
scientist as saying:
CAN AN ATOMIC EXPLOSION

CAUSE AN EXPLOSION IN
OUR ATMOSPHERE? .

“Admittedly, the :forces that make up
our weather are vastly greater than the
power of the atomic blasts. But really
the important question is rather ‘Can an
atomic cxplosion trigger an explosion in
our atmosphere?” We all know that a few
handfuls of silver iodide properly vapor-
ized can bring down thousands of tons of
rainfall. The silver iodide simply “trig-
gers’ the action. For years, scientists have
performed experiments with the Wilson
Cloud Chamber—which is a glass cham-

‘ber containing clear, moist air. And when
_we inject a few charged particles into the
chamber, such as electrons, the moist air

rapidly condenses inté drops of water.
The key fact in this experiment is that
the particles are charged particles.
“Following an atom blast the air be-
comes full of dust- particles—not just
ordinary dust,’ byt radioactive or charged
dust. It’s practlcally the same kind of
charged ‘dust’. we use to trigger the re-
action in the Wilson Cloud Chamber.
When the conditions are right, a very
small trigger of charged dust particles
can produce a huge reaction, out of all
proportions to the size of the trigger.”

WHAT EFFECT HAS “CHARGED”
RADIO-ACTIVE DUST? )

“Take the case of the Eastman Kodak
Co., for example,” explained the physicist.
“They’re located in Rochester, N, Y.—
almost 3,000 miles away from the atom
test grounds. Despite the distance, East-
man can detect radiation from an A-blast
on their photographic film in Rochester.
In fact, Eastman authorities are warned
in advance of each explosion so they can
safeguard their film from the radioactive
dust shot in the air-'3000 miles away.
Remember, this is charged dust, and if
it can float to Rochester, it can also float
to Worcester, Mass., or Flint, Mich., or
Cleveland, Ohio, where they’'ve just had
tornadoes..

“I’m "hot-saying flatly that there’s a
connection between the atom explosions
I certainly think
there’s enough evidence to make us want
to examine the whole subject. Remember,
a small trigger can set off a mighty b1g
explosion. .And those ﬂoatmg partlcles
of radioactive dust may be just.the trig-
ger that old man weather needs to send
him on a mmpage ’

If there is a connection between atomic
explosions and the disastrous effects we
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are witnessing, we should not be sur-
prised, for man, in unlocking the power

of the atom, is playing with one of the -

very secrets of the universe.

SATANIC POWER—ANOTHER FACTOR
WHICH CONTROLS WEATHER!

But there is another factor involved in
the weather, which the Bible clearly re-
veals and which we cannot ignore—that
1s Satanic power. In Ephesians 2:2, Satan
1s spoken of as “the prince of the power
of the air!” His power is not unlimited
yet, under certain conditions, it is con-
siderable. The' Bible reveals that, at cer-
tain times, it is within the Devil's powm
lo creale destructive storms.

Fear 'is an open door for the enemy
to enter. Fear will break down every pro-
tection that God has set up against the
enemy. You can’t have faith when you
have fear. Faith is necessary if vou arc
to appropriate the promise of God.

SATAN BDESTROYED JOB’S CHILDREN,
PROPERTY WITH A CYCLONE!

Satan, taking advantage of his oppor- .
tunity, sought to destroy Job and all that.

he had, The patriarch’s children on a
certain' day were engaged in drinking
wine in their elder brother’s house. Sud-
denly “there came a great wind fronv
the wilderness, and smote the four cor-
ners- of the house, and it fell upon the
young men.” (Job 1:19) The description
apparently is that of a cyclose, striking
in a rotary metion the four corners of
the building, where they were drinking.
The fall of the strugture upon the young
men quickly snuffed out their lives.
There is numerous mention of wind-
storms in the Bible. Some are spoken of
as whirlwinds of destructive power. When

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Satan has control of a whirlwind,
uses it o destroy and to kill.

When God moves in the whirlwind, it
1s to ‘bless and to heal. This was the case
with Job. “Then the Lord answered Job
out of the whirkwind.” (Job 38:1) The
very thing that had brought tragedy and
sorrow to Job by the hand of Satan, re-
sulting in the loss of his children, now
brought the wvoice of the living God to
the sorrowing patriarch. After showing
Job the greatness of His power and re-
proving him -for his lack of faith, He
healed Job, restored his prosperity, and
gave him twice as much as he had be-
fore. Though God may permit these ter-
rible disasters to come to humanity, e,
Himself, is not responsible for the dis-
aster. It was Satan who brought both
sickness and the cyclone to Job. Satan
takes the advantage because man, through
sin, carclessness; or fear, breaks d()V\ n the
hedge of Divine protection. ~

THE COMMAND OF CHRIST
CALMS THE ELEMENTS -

Another illustration of the diflerence be-
tween whether God or Satan is in con-
trol of the weather is scen in the story
of Elijah. When the prophet was at
Mount Horcb, he heard the blast of a
terrible windstorm that “rent the moun-
tains, and brake in pieces the rocks be-

he

-

fore the Lord; but the Lord was not in

the wind.” (I Kings 19:11) (Only a
cyclone could. break rocks.) Then after
the Scnptmc makes it clear that God
was nol i this destructive wind, there
came o “still small voice.” God was in

the “still small voice!” The Lord had

protected Ilijah from the windstorm.
Later God did come to Elijah in a whirl-

wind, but it was not to take his life, but -

to take him into heaven so that he should
not see death! (II Kings 2:11)

Satan, no respecter of persoms, once’

sought to destroy the life of Jesus and
His disciples through o storm at sea. That

Satan was the instigator of this storm is -

evident since it is unthinkable that God
would have sought to have destroyed
Christ and His disciples. The devil, how-
ever, overreached himself this time. No
ship was ever built that would sink while
Jesus was in it! Christ arose from His
sleep in the hinder part of the boat, and
“rebuked” the wind, thus indicating that
an intelligent, though "diabolical power
had caused the storm. lmmediately the
wind ceased! (Mark 4:39)
DESTRUCTION IN THE ELEMENTS
A SIGN OF THE END-TIME'

As the age draws to a close, the de-
structive forces of the wind are prophet-
ically anticipated. Daniel symbolizes the
destruction of the great Gentile powers
at the end of the age through the “Smit-
ing Stone” and the “wind” which carries
away the debris. (Dan. 2:35) Christ de-

ners fell on their faces, conviction was

deep and pungent, a sense of lostness was -

terrible and Christ became in England
and America the Redeemer and Saviour
of the people,

D. L. Moody fought through his whole
life against regimentation and the confin-
ing restrictions of various organizations
that sought to tie him to their ambmous
programs.

Finney was always aware of the neces-
sity of declaring his freedom under God
to preach a saving gospel to sinful men.
Even the church that had sent him out
sought to shackle: him and confine his
efforts.

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RELIGIOUS ANTAGONISM

1 HE Association to Combat Conver-

sion” is the name of an organijzation
recently formed in Israel which held a
mass meeting in a large synagogue of
Jerusalem to foster its objectives, accord-
ing to a report appearing in “The Jews in
the News.” Religious leaders in the Jew-
ish State issued public statements which
have aroused considerable comment, The
Chief” Rabbinate in Jerusalem has pub-
lished an appeal against Christian mis-
sions in Israel. The appeal, signed by the
two chief rabbis, was addressed to all
rabbis and rellglous funetionaries, who
were requested to fight against mission-
ary activities. The appeal began with
these words: “Four hundred apostles of
Satan, missionaries, among them baptized
Jews, traitors to their own heritage, have
descended -upon our country like a swarm
of locusts.” Jésus, speaking .of His follow-
ers in the last days, said: “Ye shall be
hated . . . for my name’s sake.” (Matt.
10:22) The present attitude toward
Christians in Israel seems to be a fulfill-
ment of this prophesy.

The first of two giant turbines, each
with a capacity of 50,000 kilowatts, has
veen installed at the Reading Electric
Plant in Tel Aviv and is producing elec-
rricity.

During the 1952-53 export
season 5,300,000 cases were shipped
abroad. Eighteen countries, most of them
in Europe, purchased citrus products from
Israel.

gium, France and Great Britain, Ship-
ments last year totaled 3,700,000 cases, so
the increase this -year 1epresents a 50
per cent rise-in exports.

More than 1,083,000 others fled to
high ground from homes washed away or
inundated by -the rampaging _waters
caused by 27 inches of rainfall in five
days. Unofficial estimates placed the cas-
ualties at more than 2,500. .

BONDAGE OF DICTATORSHIP

The ‘Russian worker is making less to-
day ‘than he did when free enterprise—
such as it was there—was ended in the
Soviet. This is the conclusion of an analy-
sis of the real earnings of a Russian
worker in terms of food purchasing
power. as madé by the U. S. Department
of Labor Bureau of Labor Statistics, and
reported in the AFL News-Reporter., -

The analysis shows that the average
Russian worker has to work 45 per cent
longer in 1953 than in 1928 to buy the
same weekly supply of seven important
foods: bread, potatoes, beef, butter, eggs,
milk, and sugar. The Soviet. worker, it

is also shown, has to work 67 per cent :

longer to buy a pound of bread, 43 per
cent longer for a pound of beef, 244 per
cent longer to buy a quart of milk. This
is only a small indication-of how things
