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STARTLING INCIDENTS AND AMAZING ANSWERS T0 PRAYER

I REEMEMBER the day before
Christmas one winter, for it stands
out like a boulder in my life,

The weather was unusually cold,
our salary had not been regularly
paid, and it did not meet our needs
when it was, My husband was away,
traveling from one district to another
much of the time. Our boys were well
but my little Ruth was ailing and, at
the best, none of us were decently
clothed. My hushand’s overcoat was
hardly thick enough for October, and
he was obliged to ride miles to attend
some meetings or a funeral. I had
patched and re-patched, with my
spirits. sinking to their lowest ebb. The
water gave out in the well and the wind
blew through eracks in the floor. Many

a time our breakfast was Indian cake
and a cup of tea, without supar.
FAITH BEGAN TO WAVER

The people in the parish were kind, and
EENerous, too, ‘bu_t the settlement was
struggling for itself. Little by little, at
the time T needed it most, my faith began
to waver, Early in life I was taught to
take God at His Word, and T thought
my lesson was learned. I had lived upon
the promises in dark times, until T knew,
as David did, "Who was my Fortress and
Deliverer.”! Now a daily prayer for for-
glveness was all T could offer,

I became more heartsick, when 1 re-
membered that it was not long until
Christmas. The ice was thick and smooth
and the boys were each craving a pair
of skates, Ruth, in some unaccountable
way, had taken a fancy that the dolls T
had made were no longer suitable: she
anted a nice, large one, and persisted
in praying for it.

The morning before Christmas, James
was called to see a sick man, I put up
a piece of bread for his lunch—ithe best
I could do—wrapped my plaid shawl
around his neck, and then tried to whis-
per a promise as I often had, but the
words died away upon my lips.

ECENTLY when I was at Edmonton

in Alberta, I read the story of & man
during the last war who came to his
commanding officer and said, "I have
taken a prisoner,” to which the command-
ing officer replied, "Bring him along.”
The man went back and when he re-
turned said, “The prisoner won't come,”
to which the commanding officer replied,
Well come vourself!'' And the man re-
plied, “The prisoner won't let me.”

Unfortunately that is the kind of vie
tory many of God's children experience,
in the face of so many Scriptures, Christ's
death on the Cross provided salvation,
and Thank God it also did a lotl more.
He died not only that we might be
“legally safe” but also that we might be
“morally sound.”

Giants asleap!

Paupers with signed checks in our
pockets!

That is exactly what we are! Few of us
realize our standing in Christ! Few un-
derstand and appreciate the merest frac-
tion of what Christ did for us on the
Cross! Foilure to understand and oppre-
clate our standing tn Christ, is the couse
of all wealness and impolence!

The one great burden of the epistles is
just this! The heart throb of all the
Apostle Paul’s prayers is that God will
give unto us the spirit of wisdom and
revelation in the knowledge of Christ;
that the eves of our understanding might
be enlightened; and that we might know
the hope of His calling, the riches of the
rlory of his inheritance, and the exceed-
ing greatness of His power to usward
who believe,

Strange but true, the epistles are taken
up not so much with evangelism, but the
perfecting of the saints, the edifying of
the body of Christ, fill' we all come to
the unity of the faith and the measure of
the stature of the fulness of Christ, no
longer children, no longer tossed about,
hut having attained growth into full
stature, and hearts and minds that un-
derstand and appreciate all that God has
done for us in Christ. (Ephesians 41,

When we rvead of the power of the
Old Testament prophets and the disciples
in the davs of Christ, how humbled we
should be at our impotence, when wo
realize we have much more light than
they had.

Living in the full blaze of the revela-
tion given the Apostle Paul, after Christ’s
triumphant crueifixion and resurrection,
what manner of men ought we to he?
Shame on us! The charge al the Judg-
ment Seat of Christ; bhefore which we
must all appear, will not be what calor
stockings we wore, for “holiness is more
than wearing black stockings' bul why
were we so impotent, when we kKnew
these promises, It is not whal we are
“not doing" but what are "“we doing?”

Yes, we are giants asleep! We don't
realize who we are or what we are! God

CONVERTED AT 14

At the age of 14 vears, T was saved in
4 special surprise meeting when they
filled the church at the delight of the
pastor. I was indeed made a new creature
in Chrizst Jesus and the hand of the Lord
was laid upon me,

Later I learned about the truths of
Pentecost and my  heart was  made
hungry. The Lord poured out His Spirit
upon me too, and how thrilled I was to
have an experience like the early church
at Pentecost. It was during this time
that John Kellner, the Assembly of God
preacher, came into my life and we were
martied and labored topether for the
Lord in pastoral work almost 33 years,
The Lord gave to Bro.

THE VOICE OF HEALING CHANGED
MY LIFE

In the fall of 1948, a copy of THE
VOILCE OF HEALING was handed us and
gur hearts were thrilled with its account
of God's mighty movings and of the
healing revivals that were in progress.
As a result, we attended one of those
great meetings in January and Fehraury
of 1949, where we saw in action what we

Since that time we have never been the
same, Wherever we went, we talked
about what God was doing, and took
our stand for this great visitaton from
the Lord.

FULLY REALIZED—FOR THE FIEST
TIME—CHRIST PAID THE PRICE FOR
MY HEALING

In the last of February, 1950, T sufered
a heart attack which took me down
physically, but the Lord rencwed to me a
trith which He had made real, when He
healed me of the nervous breakdown
yvears ago. I had been prayed for a num-
ber of times, but continually grew worse.
However, this particular time, when Bro.
Kellner prayed for me the [llumination
of Exodus 13:13 thrilled my soul. I was
enahled to grasp the truth and I was
healed, : :

The Lord let me visualize an lsraelite
who wanted to save the life of his donkey.
He sought out a lamb which was perfect,
not sick, blind, or lame, but without blem-
ish, He then took the lamb and donkey
to the tabernacle. The Lord let me see
that the priest did not examine the
donkev but clesely examined the lamb,

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When the lamb was found perfect. he
sléw 1t and offered it up and the doenkey
went free. Then the Lord let me know
it wasn't what T had done or had not
done, but what Jesus had done for me.
He said to me, “You are the donkey;
Jesus is the lamhb.” Was there any spot
in Him? Any blemish? Any sin? No!
He was accepted at Calvary and T went
free. Through this impartation of truth,
T was set free. Jesus said, “Ye shall know
the fruth, ond the trith shall make you
free: (John 85:32). When the Lord re-
newed this to me In 1950, these words
rang in my soul over amd over again:

Then about the middie of March, T
suffered another attack. At this time the
Lord laid me on a preacher's heart who
came and prayed for me, The glory of
the Lord came down and I made a fresh
consecration and began to improve, We
went to another great healing meeting
anel, when the evangelizst praved for me.
my heart guieted down and I went home
and slept like a baby. From this time on
I began io recover rapidly so that with-
in a few days I helped drive home across
the continent.

CHRIST COMMISSIONED ME TO
PRAY FOR THE SICK

The Lord then began dealing with me
about this ministry of deliverance. I was
alone in our room, reading and meditat-
ing on the great conpndssion as recorded
in Matthew 28 and Mark 16. The presence
of the Lord drew near and the Holy
Ghost illuminated and personalized the
great cotimission to me, making me (o
know that the “power of attorney” in the
grest commission twag given to me, to
carry on the business Jesws begon and
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to act for Him, in His nante, and i Fis
derson! 1 was awe stricken, and hardly
dared to breathe. Bro. Kellner carme in.
and 1 asked him to sit by me while 1
told him whatl the Lord hHad made real
to me. Almost breathlessly T gasped A i
this iy 5o, then my hands are s though
they Wera the hands of Jesus” ‘and paus-
ing, I continued, hardly daring to express
it, “And if sy hands are as thoiwgh tien
wera the: hands of Jesus, wiut will Tt p-
pen avhen I fay them on the sick?? This
revolutionized my life and ministry
when 1 knew my status and place of au-
thority before heaven. I entered into a
new. place of power I had not known!

I began preaching this truth and acting
upon it. Results began following my min-
istry, such as I never experienced before,
One lady came for prayer who was filled
with adhesions from so many operations.
=he had been to the hospital azain and was
opened up but the doctors were not able
to do anything for her. As wo laid our
hands on her and praved, she cvied out,
"That’s it Lord!" As the warm healing
power of our Christ Aowed through her.
She felt the adhesions break under our
hands, one afler another.

A NEW PHASE OF MY MINISTRY

Then ‘o new phase of this minishry of
deliverance began to be muanifested In
my life, as 1 fell the power of God in my
body—in the place where the sick one
was afflicled, One day we went to pray
for-a man sick in bed suffering pain in

his left leg. If he touched his toes to
the floor it was excruclating apony, After
Every one present was through praving,
T felt the power of God flow through my
left leg as though I was connectéd to-a
live wire and, with it, an Impulse to lay
my hands on this man again and rebulke
the pain and affliction. I cheved and this
manifestationn which T had left. It came
back again but I refused to vield, Im-
mediately T was conscious T had grieved
the Lord, Quickly T asked forgiveness and
promised the Lord if it returned T would
obey. Like lightning, it returned: and
again I placed my hands on him and
prayed, e said;, “Oh! I Tee] better!” He
asked his wife 1o show ug the large dark
spot on his knee which, no doubt, was the
source of his trouble, and [o it was gone!
In a eouple of days he was out and do:
ing his work again.

ADDED MANIFESTATIONS OF
GOIVS POWER

This manifestation of feeling the power
of God in my bodv in this manner con-
tinued for some time. Then | began ex-
periencing.  stll  added manifestations,
feeling the paing and even the growths
of the afflicted. T was sitting on the plat
form, when suddenly T was seized with
pain and began claiming my own de-
liverance when the Lord spoke to me,
“That's not your poin, bul some one's
pain in. the congregation” Quickly I
Jumped to my feet and asked who was

suffering pain in her right side. Im:
mediately two women came running to
the altar. with tears sireaming down
their faces: Their pains vanished while
prayer was being offered for them. This
has continued; but at first I did not un-
derstand until the =zcripture, “Christ iz
touehed with the feeling of our infirmi.
ties? was made plain to me, Then I
knew it was the Christ within that was
being touched with the feeling of the In-
firmities of the people in the congrega-
tion.

1 DESIRE T0O BE “NOTHING"
FOR CHRIST'S SAKE

One night 1 saw myself in a dream
kneeling and praying with my head
buried in my hands. 1 listened to the
words of that prayer and they were,
“Lord, Oh to be nothing, ahsolutely noth-
ing that thou mightest use me" That's
what T am, “Nothing.” I feel T am the
least of those chosen for this plorious
ministry of deliverance, but T am so grate-
ful fo the Lord for letting me share in
this: great revival in the earth today.

Bro. Kellner and I can' truthfully say
we have experienced the preatest joy.
glory and thrills, in these last few years
of ministry, Jesus is closer-and more real
than ever before, as we have seen more
miracles, signs, and wonders in answer
to prayer than in all the previous yvears,
for which we give God all the glory and
all the praise, for He alone is worthy:

Just before
Christ ascended to heayen, they put
this question 1o Him, “Lord, woill thow
al this time vestare again the kingdom
o Lsracf?" (Acts 1360, The Lord de-
clined tn add further to what He had
already revealed. Yet; had they listened
more closely to the Lord's words, they
would have understood thit this evend
could not take place in their time, He
had told them that the kingdom was
being taken from the Jews (Matt.
21 43) 5 and that, because the people
had rejected their Messiah, |erusalem
wonld be teodden down of the Gentiles
and the inhabitants dispersed among
the nations until “the times af the Gen-
tiles be fulfilled

SIGN I—THE INCREEASE OF
KNOWLEDGE

We shall begin this inquiry by con-
sidering an important prophecy found
in Daniel concerning events at the
time of the end. The angel, in reveal-
ing to Daniel knowledge concerning
the developments at the closing af the
age, deelared:

“But thow, O Danicl, shut wp the
words, aitd seal the baok. epen to
THE TIME OF THE END: many
shall vun to and fro, and Enotledge
shall be inereased,” (Danicl 12:4)
Here the angel, giving a clue to iden-

tification of the time of the end, de-
clares that this period would be mark-
ed by an unusual increase in human
knowledge,

Students of history are familiar with
the Tact that knowledge of the universe
has been added to very slowly over the
majorextent of the human record, Our
grandiathers traveled abiout in horse
and earriage in much the same fashion
as Pharaoh did 3500 years agn.

All the great inventions of the maod-
ern world have appeared practically
within the last hundred vears. Only
at the turn of the century did we
have the first gasoline buggy, a crude
vehicle indeed compared 160 the luxuri-
ous creations of today, Not il 1903,
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MARK 13:26—, . . Then shall they

see the Son of man coming in the
clouds with great power and glory.”

did man fly an heavier-than-air air-
craft. The Wright Brothers did it at
Kitty Hawlk in December of that vear.
Now, only a half century later, man
has succeeded in traveling 1200 miles
per-hour, and the airways of the world
are crowded with commercial planes,

Radio and television are both mars
vels of the 20th Century. By means of
these two astonishing inventions, a
speaker is able to address at a given
tme a potential audience of over half
the inhabitants of the United States.
A person seeing the image on his tele-
vision screen is usually able to get
a much better view of the speaker than
il he had been present 1o witness the
address in person. ’

And now comes the startling de-
velopment of atomic power which,
however, because of the world crisis,
is being developed for mass destruction
rither than for peaceful purposes.

Therefore, the only certainty stemming
from the cease-fire agreed on at Panmun-
jom Is uncertainty. This situation only
serves to increase the “distress of nations,
with perplexity,” as prophesied by Jesus,
as a sign of the endtime.
